Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.

Councillor Rowe declared a conflict of interest with By-law 1185-2007.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the March meeting of Council be adopted as presented.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent presented his report to Council including a proposal to change from construction grader blades to carbide grader blades.  The Road Superintendent advised that it would not be necessary to change the blades as often and the carbide blades would also provide fuel savings during grading operations.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Road Superintendent proceed with the purchase of carbide blades.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent further suggested hiring additional manpower for brushing operations in order to maximize use of a chipper.  Deputy Reeve Sniderhan advised Council that he would respond personally to the inquiry about street sweeping on Livingwood Crescent.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Mr. William Rogers be moved to permanent staff from his status as ‘probationary’ employee.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated and that the ACO be advised that he should work with Mr. Stein to ensure the relocation of the kennel is satisfactory to the ACO.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council support the request from Comfort Country in the amount of $500. But advise that the Township of Madoc would like to see more coverage of events in the municipality in future Comfort Country information.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that approval be given to host the Centre Hastings Secondary School formal 

at Madoc Township Recreation Centre.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc share in the cost of the Closed Meeting Investigator used by the County of Hastings as required by new legislation.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Madoc Township Recreation Centre Committee minutes be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board for March be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre be approved as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board of January 16 be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the minutes of the Quinte Waste Management Board be approved.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as listed in the total amount of $186,185.05.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – further to the approval from DBA, the drawing specifications for the road surface on Bonjour Boulevard be amended to require a surface of two lifts of asphalt; 50 mm of HL8 and 40 mm. Top of HL1 rather than the three lifts originally specified.  Carried.

Mr. Garry Jewell attended Council.  He wanted to make Council aware of his company G.D. Jewell Engineering and some of the services he could offer.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Clerk write to the Director of Planning for the County advising that members of Council feel it appropriate and necessary that a copy of the Preliminary Planning Remarks for Consent applications should also be submitted to the applicants to provide more information for the reasons behind the local decision-making process.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council defer a decision on Consent applications B20/07 and B21/07 until the applicant has had an opportunity to address the concerns of the preliminary planning remarks.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Mr. William Baker be granted $2500.00 funding for tool replacement costs further to his retirement after 18 years of use of his equipment.  Carried.
