Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  He further indicated he had a conflict of interest with the Livestock Valuer’s report of which he was the subject.  There were no other declarations of potential conflict of interest. 

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the minutes of the July meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council to advise of his activities during July.  He sought Council approval to proceed with rehabilitation of Riggs’ Road.  He advised he planned to have it ground and laid down with ‘A’ gravel.  The costs have already been included in the budget for the year including the gravel required.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Road Superintendent proceed with rehabilitation of Riggs’ Road.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent advised that a new type of asphalt grinding machine which lays the material back down for road surface as it travels is currently working around Barry’s Bay and suggested that he may be able to arrange a demonstration should members of Council wish to see it.  He also expressed concern about the amount of waste material and garbage that his staff are required to remove from the ditches on a weekly basis and suggested that it would be prudent to have the staff inoculated for Hepatitis ‘A’ and ‘B’.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent arrange for inoculations for Hepatitis ‘A’ and ‘B’ and further, that upon locating household waste on our local roads, staff determine the origin so that further action may be taken.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as provided.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the municipal solicitor be contacted to assist the municipality in obtaining a court injunction to remedy the continuing illegal dog situation at 17612 Highway 62.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Mrs. Wilman-Macaulay attended Council to ask that Council proceed with transfer of her property to the Municipality of Centre Hastings.  In further discussing her request with Council, she was made aware that the Municipality of Centre Hastings and Madoc Township have a 
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servicing agreement in place that may allow her to proceed with development in the Township.  Members of Council advised that they are working with our neighbouring municipality to the benefit of all our residents and that this issue will be discussed further shortly.  Mrs. Wilman-Macaulay thanked Council for their time and advised that she would wait to determine the outcome of these new discussions but stressed that she wished to proceed with her plans.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council respond to the Municipality of Centre Hastings regarding their correspondence of July 4, that the Township of Madoc would be interested in possibly combining requests for tenders for road resurfacing but, sine the current budget has been allocated, it would not be possible until next year.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc place the customary ad. in the Madoc Fair book this year.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Clerk contact Mr. Wayne O’Brien regarding correspondence of  July 12 from Align Trucking Corp. to advise that Council wishes to meet with him to further discuss the correspondence items.  Carried.

Upon review of the Bi-Council minutes of July 17, Reeve Sager indicated that the minutes did not provide enough information about the discussions held regarding the proposed new garbage system.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk contact the Municipality of Centre Hastings to have the minutes of the Bi-Council meeting amended to indicate that Reeve Sager and Councillor Rowe were opposed to the use of clear plastic garbage bags.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council approve the minutes of the Quinte Waste Solutions meeting of June 18, 2007.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Madoc Chamber of Commerce be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Clerk receive and file correspondence from Quinte Conservation.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn  - that the accounts of the municipality be paid as per the voucher in the total amount of $127,625.84.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that there be no alteration to the normal Hall Rental rate for the proposed booking for September 28, 2007.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc proceed with the Development Agreement presented to Council this date.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that Consent B67/07 be approved providing the zoning is satisfactory to County Planning and the $600.00 Development Charge are conditions of the Consent.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council approve the application complete by C. Bateman for rezoning in Part Lot 5, Conc. 2.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the audited financial statements for 2006 provided by Collins, Barrow, Chartered Accountants be approved.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council go into By-laws.  Carried.

1192-2007 – two readings to rezone Pt. Lot 5, Con. 2 from RU to RR

1193-2007 – 3 readings to authorize Reeve and Clerk to enter into Development Agreement.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the report of the Livestock Valuer be approved for payment as submitted.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc provide, if required, bridge financing to the local Family Health Team to a maximum of $10,000. For a period not to exceed thirty days.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk write the Municipality of Centre Hastings regarding the landfill site to advise that members of Council have contacted the owners of the property adjacent the current landfill site to discuss acquisition of the property and further that we suggest that the Municipality of Centre Hastings consider making a substantive and firm offer to the owner at the earliest convenience, particularly since this Council has determined that they could not support any type of expropriation efforts to this end.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the municipality proceed with an application for tower space to facilitate for testing of wind frequency and velocity at the Eldorado site.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council do now adjourn.  Carried.
