Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:03 p.m.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the minutes of the July meeting be amended to reflect that Council advised the Road Superintendent to finish up the current project on Mill Road and move to the project on Pitts Landing Road rather than initiate further work on Mill or Jarvis Road.  Once this amendment is made, the minutes be approved.  Carried.

Reeve Sager disclosed a potential conflict of interest with regard to the Road Superintendent’s report.

Treasurer Christine Mitchell attended Council to clarify several items.  She reported that, during discussions with Mr. F. Pinder of Greer Galloway during the past week he had indicated that work still to be completed on Cooper Road would cost an additional $6,000.00 to $6,500.00.  Council discussed this information in light of their last visit from Mr. Pinder regarding the Cooper Road contract.  They had been advised last month that all outstanding issues would be addressed in the upcoming month.  Apparently guiderails and a required patch still have not been completed.  Greer Galloway has, however, submitted a payment certificate authorizing the municipality to release all of the remaining holdback from the job.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the payment of $31,500.00 payable to Danford Construction be removed from the current voucher.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk write Greer Galloway requesting that the outstanding items on the Cooper/Barry Road project be completed as required at no additional cost to the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as per the voucher in the total amount of $102,534.17.  Carried.

The Treasurer indicated that two recent bookings at the municipal Recreation Centre had been inconvenienced as a result of the failure of the main air conditioning system for the Hall.  The Treasurer recommended a refund of some of the rental fee as compensation for this situation.
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Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Treasurer refund 2/3 of the rental fees paid by each of the two parties inconvenienced by the failure of the air conditioning system.  Carried.

Treasurer Mitchell also reported that she had been contacted by Kathy Morgan to determine whether the Township of Madoc would be willing to loan the Bingo machine to her group for fundraising purposes at Centre Hastings Park.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc loan the Bingo machine to Kathy Morgan for use in fundraising activities for Centre Hastings Park.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council to report.  He was asked to clarify his estimates for projects as to whether he calculated in the cost of municipal equipment to the total cost of the project.  Apparently the Township’s loader has been used for loading of the material and some other minor jobs at Thompson’s Pit for approximately 3 weeks.  This piece of equipment had not been calculated into the costs of the job and therefore, with new requirements for tracking capital assets, it provides an inaccurate view of the costs of the job.  Also,  the contract was for supply, loading and weighing of material.  If the Township loader is used, it provides a potentially unfair advantage to the successful bidder.  The Road Superintendent was advised to have the contractor provide their own loader for this job as was originally intended.

One quotation only was received by the Township for re-roofing of the sand dome.

AAA Roofing        -            $36,425.00       +  $4,735.25 (HST)  = $41,160.25

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council ask the contractor to change the proposed colour from Dire Black to Dual Gray and approve the quotation from AAA Roofing.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent asked members of Council if it would be possible to keep the summer student an additional two weeks to assist with grass mowing and other duties.  Reeve Sager declared a possible conflict of interest and left the room.  Council continued with Deputy Reeve Sniderhan in the Chair.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Township continue the contract of the summer student until August 26, 2010.  Carried.

An invoice was submitted by Mr. And Mrs. W. Wilman for damage incurred as a result of an incident on Keller’s Bridge Road during gravelling operations.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township pay the invoiced amount of $2,326.75 to Mr. and Mrs. Wilman for vehicle repairs.  Carried.
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The Road Superintendent requested that Council consider certification of the 1987 single axle truck for use as a water truck since the current certification expires on September 1.  He advised that he is having difficulty in completing his jobs with various staff members on holidays throughout the summer and suggested that he could hire additional staff on a temporary basis.  He further indicated that the Madoc and District Agricultural Society has requested about three loads of gravel for the roadway at the north end of the Fair Grounds which has been rutted.

Rowe-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent provide three loads of gravel to the Fair Board for the Fair Grounds.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that additional manpower not be hired for the Roads Department.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Wood advised that the grass mowing contractor has offered to return to areas along Cooper Road to cut grass that had been previously mowed prior to getting the machine properly set up – at no charge to the Township.  He then took leave of the meeting.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the minutes from the meeting of the Chamber of Commerce be received.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Tri Area Medical Centre be approved as presented.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the request for a reduction in the Hall Rental rate for a Health Fair be denied since the majority of the exhibitors would be businesses.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the employee benefits package be renewed as per the quotation supplied by Jardine Lloyd Thompson.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Livestock Valuers reports be approved and paid as circulated.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Reeve and Clerk execute the Agreement with the Building Inspection Services Committee as previously agreed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council move in camera.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Clerk proceed as directed in camera.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Road Superintendent be directed to contract Vic’s Excavating for the proposed Pitt’s Landing road construction project.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
