Blackburn-Rowe – that the minutes of the July meeting of Council be approved as circulated.  Carried.

There was no declaration of possible conflict of interest.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the total amount of $210,045.32.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent appeared before Council to report on his activities for the month of July.  He advised that it was necessary to obtain the services of a couple of local contractors to assist in cleaning up of the debris from the violent wind/thunderstorm during the month.

2 quotations were received for surface treatment of the Cedar School Road

Miller Paving - $73,126.80 + GST

Greenwood Paving - $69,910.05 including GST

Council was advised by the Road Superintendent that the application rate for the emulsion specified in the quotes may have been too high and he will contact the two companies to determine the correct rates and revised cost therefor.

Robinson- Blackburn – that the Road Superintendent proceed with the removal of the large tree at the north end of the fairgrounds property prior to the reconstruction of the Cooper Road.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the Clerk advise residents at the corner of Tannery Road and Cooper Road that, as a result of the reconstruction of Cooper Road the municipality will be removing the additional entrance onto Cooper Road.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Animal Control Officer’s report be approved as presented for the month of July.  Carried.

Betty Wilman-McCaulay attended Council regarding her property on Mackenzie Street.  She advised that, further to her ongoing discussions with the municipalities, she wished to alter the proposal to include additional property.  The Clerk advised that part of the problem with moving forward in this matter is that it is ever-changing.  She discussed, in some detail, with Council her proposal and was again advised that she could accomplish her goals without the necessity of municipal annexation.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Clerk respond to the letter from the Municipality of Centre Hastings that the Township of Madoc, further to discussions with Ms. Wilman-McCaulay, does not wish to proceed with the annexation as proposed in their letter of June 26, 2008.  Carried.
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Robert Fisher, senior partner with Collins, Barrow, auditors for the municipality; attended Council to review the Financial Statement of the Corporation.  He advised the reason for his visit was a new Provincial requirement to ensure that the financial statements of municipalities are presented to and signed off by members of Council.  He went through the short-form on a line-by-line basis and advised that the municipality was in good financial condition.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council approve the financial statement of the Township of Madoc for the year 2007 as presented by Robert Fisher of Collins, Barrow.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that, further to a request from the Family Health Team, the Township of Madoc contribute $700.00 to the physician recruitment tour for 2008.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the correspondence presented be received and filed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the mileage rate for Township agents and employees for travel on municipal business be adjusted to the same rates as the County of Hastings rate.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the two Livestock Valuer’s reports be approved for payment as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that Council proceed in camera regarding a pending legal issue.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council resume.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
