
THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MADOC

BY-LAW 1169-2007

Being a by-law to regulate and license kennels for the breeding or boarding of dogs in the municipality.

WHEREAS the Municipal Act, Chapter 25, Sections 11 (1) and 11 (2) provides for municipalities to pass by-laws for prohibiting or regulating the keeping of animals or any class thereof and;

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc deems it necessary and expedient to regulate the establishment and location of kennels used for the breeding or boarding of dogs in the municipality and;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1.  Definitions:

     (a) "Township" and "Municipality" mean the Corporation of the Township of Madoc 

           and the two terms are considered interchangeable.

     (b) "Treasurer" means the Treasurer of the municipality.

     (c) "Clerk" means the Clerk of the municipality.

     (d) "Council" means the Council, as a body, representative of the Corporation of the 

           Township of Madoc.

     (e) "Dog" means a male or female dog over the age of sixteen (16) weeks.

     (f) "Owner" of a dog includes a person who possesses or harbors a dog and 'owns' 

          and 'owned' has a corresponding meaning.

     (g) "Animal Control Officer" means the person appointed by the municipality to 

            enforce the By-laws of the municipality.

     (h) “Kennel” shall mean a building or structure where dogs are kept, boarded, and/or 

            bred and, in which enclosed outside runs shall be permitted, but shall not apply to 

            the keeping of animals in a veterinary establishment for the purpose of 

            observation and/or recovery necessary to veterinary treatment.

    2. Requirements.

(a) No person shall operate a kennel without first obtaining a Kennel Licence and 

      shall pay to the Treasurer of the municipality, prior to the 31st day of March in 

      each calendar year, a tax upon the kennel, and said owner is not liable to pay a 

      further tax or license in respect of such dogs.

       (b) Applications for permission to establish a dog kennel shall be filed by the 

            assessed owner of the property with the Clerk of the Township of Madoc, signed 

            by the owner/applicant and shall include particulars as to location, type of 

            enclosure, breed and, the maximum number of dogs to be kept in the enclosure.


It shall also include a Site Plan to indicate the location of the proposed kennel in 

            relation to other structures and/or natural features.  If such kennel is to be used for 

            the purpose of breeding dogs for sale, the applicant must provide proof of good 

            standing with the Canadian Kennel Club.

       (c) A kennel may only be established on lands comprising a minimum of fifteen (15) 

            acres and zoned for 'Rural' use in the zoning By-law of the Township of Madoc 

            and, must comply with all other pertinent requirements of the 'Rural' zone.  

            Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary in the Zoning By-law; no kennel 

            shall be located within 40 metres of the front lot line of the property.

       (d) No kennel shall house more than twenty (20) dogs at any time and, no kennel 

            shall house more than three recognized breeds at any one time.

       (e) No kennel shall be located within 300 metres of a residence other than the 

             residence of the owner of the kennel.   No kennel shall be located closer than 300 

             metres from a 'Rural Residential' zone.

       (f)  Approvals issued under the provisions of this By-law are non-transferable due to 

             a change in ownership or location.

       (g) Licensed kennels existing prior to the passage of this By-law shall be deemed to 

             be pre-existing, non-conforming kennels providing they renew their kennel 

             license annually, on or before the 31st day of March and satisfy all of the 

             requirements for renewal as set out in Section 4. of this By-law.  Any lapse or 

             change in occupancy or ownership of the property or kennel shall cause all 

             regulations and requirements contained herein to become effective immediately..

       (h) False or misleading information provided for application or renewal shall be 

             cause for immediate rejection of the application and/or revocation of a Kennel 

             License.       
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       (i) A Kennel may only be established on property upon which the owner/operator    

           of the kennel resides.

3.    Upon approval of the application for a new Kennel License, the applicant shall pay 

       the prescribed fee to the Treasurer as set out in Schedule 'A' to this by-law.

4.  Renewals.

     Kennel Licenses may be renewed annually prior to March 31 providing:

(a) There are no outstanding municipal taxes, fees, liens, charges, work orders or 

litigation with respect to the owner of the kennel, and;

     (b) The owner of the kennel provides documentation issued by the Animal Control 

          Officer for the Township of Madoc for the current year approving the location, 

           breed, condition and number of dogs as a result of an inspection within six (6) 

           months prior to the date of application for renewal, and;

     (c) The appropriate renewal fee as set out in Schedule 'A'  to this By-law is paid in 

           full prior to March 31 of the calendar year. 

5.    Section 4. of this By-law applies in the same manner to all Kennel Licenses 

       regardless of the date of issue and includes those issued prior to the passing of this 

       By-law.  Failure to comply with any of the provisions of Section 4. of this By-law 

       shall result in immediate cancellation and revocation of the existing Kennel Licence.

6.    Any person who contravenes any provision of this by-law shall be guilty of an 

       offence and upon conviction, be liable to a fine of not more than $2,000.00 under the 

       provisions of the Municipal Act, S.O. 2001, Chapter 25 as amended and, may have 

       the Kennel Licence revoked.

7.    This By-law comes into force and takes effect upon the date of passing.  By-law 

       1161-2006 is hereby repealed.

READ a first and second time this 8th day of January, 2007.

READ a third time and finally passed, signed, sealed and numbered 1169-2007 this 8th day of January, 2007.
