THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MADOC

BY-LAW 1217-2008

Being a By-law to amend By-law 1072-2002 of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc, as amended, which regulates the use of lands and height, bulk, location, spacing and character of structures in the municipality.

WHEREAS the Planning Act, R.S.O. 1990, as amended, provides for the Council of a municipality to amend the zoning by-law of the municipality and;

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc, for purposes of clarification, has authorized additional definitions for the purposes of the By-law and;

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc deems it necessary and expedient to amend the text of the by-law to provide more accurate information to users of the By-law;

NOW THEREFORE THE Council of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. THAT the following provisions be added to Section 5. Of By-law 1072-2002:

5.52 “Recreational Base Camp” shall mean a building or structure used as a base camp for recreational activities such as hunting or hiking which provides a seasonal or temporary accommodation only, in a remote location where municipal or community services are usually not available and shall not mean a dwelling unit or a commercial facility and shall not be used for habitation on a permanent basis.

5.52.1 The use and establishment of a “Recreational Base Camp” shall be prohibited in all zones except the ‘Rural’ zone.

5.52.2 A Building Permit shall be required for construction of a ‘recreational base camp” and the Chief Building Official shall determine whether such building or structure is fit for human occupancy.  Cottage standards as set out in the Ontario Building Code may be applied.

5.52.3 Minimum distance for “Recreational Base Camp” building or structure shall be a minimum of 200 metres from any residential zone and a minimum of 100 metres from any property line.

5.52.4 Minimum lot size to permit construction of a “Recreational Base Camp” is twenty-five

acres (25 acres).

5.52.5 “Recreational Base Camp” is exempt from the requirement for frontage on a maintained 

             road or highway.

2. THAT this by-law shall come into force and take effect upon the date of passing providing no notice of appeal is filed within twenty (20) days from the date of passing of this by-law.  In the event an appeal is filed this by-law shall not come into force or take effect until finally disposed of by the Ontario Municipal Board.
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READ a first and second time this 5th day of May, 2008.

READ a third time and finally passed, signed, sealed and numbered 1217-2008 this 7th day of July, 2008.
