Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 o’clock noon.

There were no disclosures of possible pecuniary interest.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the November meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the total amount of $337,372.50.  Carried.

The Treasurer advised that the municipality is in reasonable shape financially and should anticipate ending the year in the black.  One outstanding item relates to the development project at Highway 7 and 62 which specifies a total charge of $5,000.00 split between the developers for the Development Agreement.  Although one party has paid, it appears that Mac 5 is still delinquent.

There are also a couple of properties that, at the end of the year, will be eligible for Tax Sale.  She recommended that the properties subject to Tax Sale be disposed of through the tender process.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the municipality proceed with the tax sale procedure on those properties subject to action and that it be done by means of the tender process.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council to discuss his activities during the past month.  He indicated that there are a number of ‘no exit’ roads in the Township that should be signed -–particularly in light of a recent court case involving a local municipality that was found negligent for not having these signs posted. 

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent acquire and install the appropriate signage for “no Exit” and “unassumed” roads in the municipality as part of next year’s road budget.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council approve the report submitted by the Animal Control Officer for the month of November.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the account submitted by the Chief Building Official be approved as submitted.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the minutes of the meeting of the Family Health Team be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Library Board meeting held in November be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Deputy Reeve Sniderhan reported on the situation regarding the Centre Hastings Medical Centre.  The grass mowing cost levy has been significantly reduced.  Construction continues on the new building.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

The next item of correspondence included minutes from Quinte Waste Solutions.  The Clerk advised Council that, recently, Quinte Waste Solutions seems to be missing a number of local inhabitants on their recycling pick-up -–often blamed on new drivers.  He asked that the Council representative bring this up with the Board to endeavour to improve the service.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Quinte Waste Solutions Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Township advise Ms. Leonard on behalf of Minor Hockey that Council cannot provide a lower rate for their Hall Rental on New Year’s Eve.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that when the garbage collection contract nears completion, the contractor be advised that Council is willing to review a proposal for subsequent service.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the report of the Livestock Valuer be approved for payment.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the municipal office close for the Holiday Season at Noon on December 24 and reopen on January 5.  This applies to all full-time staff unless required due to weather conditions.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the next Regular meeting of Council be held on January 12, 2009 rather than on January 5.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that any surplus funds from the 2008 municipal budget be transferred to municipal reserves.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Mr. Richard Chapman be relieved from his capacity as member of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre Board on behalf of the Township of Madoc at the end of the year and that the Clerk draft a letter of appreciation for his efforts in this regard.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that an advertisement be placed in both local newspapers seeking interested parties to sit on the Arena Board on behalf of Madoc Township.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council approve and adopt the tangible capital asset policies provided to Council by the Treasurer as required to conform with new PSAB requirements.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Robinson – that Collins Barrow Kawarthas LLP continue and have their tenure extended as auditors for the Corporation of the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Mr. Muhammed Rafiq attended Council.  He advised that he was invoiced by the municipality for costs related to a dog running at large and causing damage.  He indicated that the dog was not his.  This appears to be in contradiction to the evidence of staff presented at the time of the occurences – in 2006.  Reeve Sager indicated that it seemed curious that he had waited for over two years to come to Council about this issue but advised that Council would discuss the issue and let him know of their decision.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Madoc Township Recreation Centre Committee be disbanded.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council proceed in caucus to discuss personnel issues.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the Clerk proceed as directed in Council.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
