The meeting was called to order at 12:00 Noon.  There were no declarations of potential conflisct of interest.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the meetings held in November be approved by Council.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Wood attended Council to report on his activities.  He advised that he has solicited the pricing for a new snowplow truck.  He advised that it is significantly cheaper than the last truck purchased, mainly due to the rise of the Canadian dollar.  He further advised that the hydraulic pump had failed on the ‘Sterling’ truck and was being replaced.  The grader is currently used for snowplow operations.  He indicated that the Roads Department had changed over to winter hours after the deer hunt this year.  Council indicated that the switch should be by November 1 of next year.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Township of Madoc execute the Agreement with the Eastern Ontario Trails Association for use of part of the Hastings Heritage Trail as a detour during that period which Peck’s Bridge is being replaced.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – to advise Greer Galloway that tenders be issued for removal and replacement of Peck’s Bridge with the closing date in time for February, 2008 meeting of Council.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Mr. Redden introduced himself to Council as the Economic Development coordinator for the County of Hastings.  He briefly outlined his duties and offered his assistance to the municipality.  He advised that he would be hosting a meeting in the near future to discuss a number of local initiatives in an effort to stimulate further economic development.

Mr. Wayne O’Brien attended Council to present a proposal titled “Madoc Green” which is a proposed development of Lot 2, Concession 7 with a Plan of Subdivision.  The main focus of this development would be to provide new affordable housing and housing for seniors in various forms.  The proposal, in its current form, contemplates 9  8-plex units, 3 4-plex units, 24 semi detached units and 15 single detached homes.  Council thanked him for his presentation.
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Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Council of the Township of Madoc approve, in principle, the “Madoc Green” development proposal submitted to Council this date.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council respond to the Library Board regarding their concerns to advise that Council will continue to appoint suitable members to the Library Board.  When a vacancy becomes available, members of the Board are welcome to submit the names of candidates to Council for appointment to the Board.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the correspondence be received and filed by the Clerk.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Madoc Public Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – the the minutes of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Landfill Committee proceed with the Press Release regarding the mandatory use of clear plastic bags for waste disposal as discussed at this meeting.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Landfill Site committee meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board be adopted as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council approve the minutes of the meeting of Quinte Waste Solutions as circulated.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Madoc District Chamber of Commerce be received.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council approve the minutes of the Community Policing meeting of November.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as per the voucher in the total amount of $368,151.27.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Municipal Office close at 5:00 p.m. on December 20 and re-open at 8:00 a.m. on January 2, 2008.  The January Council meeting was confirmed for January 7, 2008.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council respond to the updated traffic study prepared on behalf of Upper Canada Minerals to advise that Council would suggest the primary haul route from their quarry to run southerly from Scotch Settlement Road to limit the number of immediate upgrades required to the road.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Robinson – that the proposed By-law 1196 be amended to remove the “hunting camp” provisions from the by-law and proceed with the required corrections.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Clerk continue to gather information as to the requirements for a boundary adjustment to remedy the outstanding issues associated with proposed development along Mackenzie Street.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that in the event the Township of Madoc finds itself in a position to record a surplus at the end of the fiscal year, that amount surplus be directed to the reserves of the municipality.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the three Livestock Valuer’s reports submitted be approved for payment.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1196-2007 – 2 readings to correct obvious errors on Plate A of By-law 1072-2002.

1197-2007 – three readings and passed – code of conduct (Bill 130)

1198-2007 – three readings and passed – notice provisions (Bill 130)

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council resume.  Carried.

Council adjourned at 3:00 p.m. to meet as Road Committee December 5 at 7:30 p.m.
