Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

There were no declarations of pecuniary interest by any members of Council.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the November Council meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Treasurer Christine Mitchell advised Council that a number of changes have been initiated on the Cooper Road without prior Council approval.  She indicated that some of the charges that had formed part of the engineering costs in the previous year’s contract had been separately invoiced with this year’s construction activities.  Such items as asphalt testing and permits from the Conservation Authority were two examples cited.  She indicated that, in any case, these charges should be allocated to the engineering costs for the project.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the invoice from Terraspec be paid but charged against the engineering costs for Cooper Road.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Township not pay any of the change orders listed until directly addressed by a representative of Greer Galloway with members of Council.  Carried.

The Treasurer also indicated that it would be necessary to add the Accounts Payable and General Ledger software to an additional computer to allow access by our part-time staff.  She indicated that, if Council approves, a debit card reader would be installed at the office to allow for easier payment of taxes and permits.

Rowe-Robinson – that the Treasurer proceed with the addition of software to the third computer and have the equipment installed for a debit card reader.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township share of the BCF-CC funding project be taken from municipal reserves for Roads.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that, in the event the municipality is in the position of having a budget surplus at the end of the year, the surplus funds be transferred to reserves.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that payment be made to Converso/Bonjour/Mac5 for the intersections on Bonjour Boulevard as per the Development Agreement.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as listed on the voucher in the total amount of $959,947.23.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood advised that, depending upon the weather, some ditching will be performed by Upper Canada Minerals along the haul route from the ‘chocolate quarry’ for road improvements commencing tomorrow.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk respond to the correspondence from Cantal that Council will consider their request during next year’s budget deliberations.  Carried.

Chief Building Official Brenda Reid attended to advise Council of her recent activities.  She advised of ongoing projects with improper plans, a structure with no permit being brought into conformity as a residence and other outstanding issues.

Rowe-Blackburn – to approve the report of the Chief Building Official as presented.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe  - that the report of the Animal Control Officer be adopted as received.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Family Health Team be approved and received.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – to approve the minutes of the Library Board as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – to approve the minutes of the Arena Board as presented.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – to receive the minutes of the Tri-area Medical Centre.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – to approve the minutes of the Board meetings of Quinte Waste Solutions as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Chamber of Commerce minutes be accepted as circulated.  Carried.
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Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Community Policing Advisory Committee be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – to receive the minutes of the Comfort Country group as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the balance of the correspondence items be received and filed.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that we advise the Family Health Team that Council has no objection to the re-allocation of the remaining PAIRO funds to their computer site.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc donate $200.00 to the Christmas Sharing fund of the Central Hastings Support Network Inc.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc adopt the Official Plan for the County of Hastings as the municipal sustainability plan for the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the Holiday Season office hours are set to close the municipal office at 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, December 23, 2009 to re-open on January 4, 2010 at 8:00 a.m.  The next regular Council meeting be moved from January 4 to Wednesday, January 6, 2010.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc advise the County of Hastings that the municipality would like to proceed with the acquisition of their surplus lands on Hunt Club Road.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council approve and adopt the updated accessibility plan for the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Consent B106/09 be approved as circulated with standard conditions.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Consent B82/09 be approved as presented with standard conditions to apply.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Consent applications B69/09 and B69/09 (amended) be approved as amended.  Standard consent conditions shall apply.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
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1245-2009 – three readings and passed – remove “holding” provision from “chocolate quarry”  
                       (part Lot 10, Concession 4)
1246-2009 – 2 readings  - to rezone Pt. Lot 2, Conc. 7 from ‘Commercial’ to ‘Rural Residential’
1247-2009 – 3 readings and passed – to acquire lands for road widening (Pt. Lot 9, Conc. 10)

Robinson-Rowe – that Council resume.  Carried.

Fire Chief Morrison attended  Council to review his annual activities.  He further advised that, due to the age and condition of the 1975 tanker truck, it will be necessary to replace it with an updated model in the new year.  He suggested that the Fire Department has established a committee to oversee the search for a replacement vehicle.  He noted that the Department responded to 56 calls this year.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Fire Chief proceed with pricing a replacement tanker truck for the Fire Department.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc proceed with establishing an Automatic Aid agreement with Bancroft for extrication/rescue calls between the two Departments.  Carried.
