Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the previous meeting be amended to reflect in the resolution to have the Road Superintendent investigate costs for a snowplow truck that single axle trucks and used vehicles be considered ass replacements for Unit 3.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that with the amended resolution, the minutes of the previous council meeting be approved.  Carried.

The Treasurer appeared before Council to provide information about the finances of the municipality.  She indicated that the auditor had just completed our annual audit and the municipality had a limited surplus to report.  She further indicated an increase in the municipal reserves, due mainly in part to Provincial grant programs.  She discussed with members of Council their current methods of remuneration and suggested that Council may wish to review this system in order to make more efficient use of current tax policies.

The reports of the Animal Control Officer and Chief Building Official were presented.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk/Administrator discuss with the Chief Building Official the courses taken and the courses required by the Chief Building Official and that payment for those submitted be deferred until clarified between the parties. Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the total amount of $169,267.73 as listed on the voucher.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood advised that the winter operations, although busy, were not as onerous as the previous month since the weekends were not as busy.  He reported that he had consulted with a number of fuel suppliers and that one appears to be significantly more inexpensive than others.  Members of Council directed him to find out what the cost of purchasing the existing fuel tanks would be.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as presented.  Carried.

Council reviewed the minutes of the various committees that were available to them from the previous month.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the Clerk advise the Madoc and District Recreation Centre Board that this Council is not in favour of the proposal that would link the staff of the Arena canteen to employees of the Skatepark operations.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of Quinte Waste Solutions be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the minutes of the local Chamber of Commerce be approved as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc support the Yellow Fish Road program of Quinte Conservation.  Carried.

Council members indicated that the April or May meetings would be a good opportunity to meet with the County Warden and CAO.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council defer a decision on the proposed Agreement for the Medical Centre until all members are available to discuss the issue.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1230-2009 – 3 readings and passed to enter into agreement with Ministry of Natural Resources for forest fire protection.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Mr. Richard Chapman attended Council at their invitation.  He was presented with a token of Council’s appreciation for his 30 years of service to the Arena Board.  He spoke briefly of his experiences there and thanked Council for the gift.  Douglas Keller also attended and was also presented with a gift from Council in recognition of over 19 years service as Chief Building Official for Madoc Township.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council approve Consent application B136/08 as circulated and apply the standard conditions that are warranted.  Carried.
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Mr. Scott Poole from Greer Galloway attended to present Council with 3 options for rehabilitation of Empey Bridge.  The first would be repair of the existing structure; the second constructed similar to the design of the Peck’s Bridge built last year and the third an Accro structure.

Robinson-Blackburn – that Greer Galloway proceed with the second option to replace Empey Bridge with a structure similar to Peck’s Bridge with the maximum deck width allowed by the current abutments.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
