Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.
Councillor Rowe indicated that he would have a conflict with Item 5 – sale of surplus equipment.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the previous meetings of January be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Christine Mitchell attended to present the report of the Treasurer.  
She pointed out that the final billing had come in from the audit firm regarding the 2009 audit.  Although they had suggested that the municipal audit costs would be higher due to Tangible Capital Assets and new legislation – the cost was almost 50% higher than what the audit firm had suggested.  Further, from a brief survey of other municipalities it appears that the auditors, Collins, Barrow; had basically charged a standardized flat fee to other similarly sized small municipalities in the area.  Therefore their fees were not based upon costs but rather a standardized charge with limited allowance for the amount of preparatory work done on the file.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the Township issue a request for proposals for the municipal audit function commencing with the 2011 audit.  Carried.

The accounts were presented on the monthly voucher in the total of $113,543.67.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the voucher be paid as circulated.   Carried.

A request was presented from the rentors of the Hall to continue to rent the facility for an additional 8 weeks.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Hall rental be extended an additional 8 weeks for line dancing classes at the $25.00 per week charge.  Carried.

The Treasurer addressed the proposals being received by both Council and the Arena Board for installation of solar panels on public buildings.  Both the Clerk and the Treasurer advised 
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Council that they would recommend the rental of the facilities thereby providing the municipality with additional revenue without having an initial capital investment.

The Road Superintendent attended Council to report on his activities for January.

Members of Council brought to the attention of the Road Superintendent various occasions where the activities of the Roads Department seemed inappropriate for the road and weather conditions.  Specifically mentioned were January 24, 25, and 28.  Such concerns as plowing after minimal snow – in effect – removing the sand then re-sanding the road were indicated as concerns.
Bid for surplus equipment were presented for the 1987 single axle truck, sander and plow as well as the road scraper were presented:

Blackburn-Robinson – that the surplus truck be sold to Ray Sexsmith and the surplus scraper sold to Dayle Harris at the bids as submitted.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – to approve the report of the Chief Building Official as submitted.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Ross Bailey and Tammy Durst attended Council to determine what they might do to resolve an issue of a house constructed on the road allowance and what remedy may be available to provide access to the property further down the road allowance.  This property is located on the road allowance between Concession 8 and Concession 9.  Council advised that they would look into the matter and seek to clarify the proposal.  It was understood that the proponents would be willing to pay the costs of such clarification.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Family Health Team be approved as presented.  Carried.
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M. Sniderhan, member of the Quinte Waste Board of Management explained that a new initiative was being offered to provide all residents with an additional blue box at no direct charge.  This cost would be part of the municipal budget.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the representative on Quinte Waste Solutions Board advise that the Township of Madoc does not wish to participate in the enhanced blue box program.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the minutes of the Chamber of Commerce be received and filed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc not approve the invoice for the Quinte Conservation levy for 2011 and request that they rework their figures to provide a levy with an increase of 2% or less.  Carried.

Councillor Robinson brought forward the proposal of amending the current municipal by-laws to permit outdoor wood burning furnaces to be located in zones other than Rural which could permit them to be located on small lots providing they were rated at or above a specific efficiency rating.  More study is required.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1271-2010 – 3rd reading and passed – employee policies
1275-2011 – 3 readings and passed – building permit fees
1276-2011 – 3 readings and passed – authorize agreement with BISC

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council resume.  Carried.

Correspondence was received from O’Hara Mill group seeking assistance in moving donated limestone to the Conservation Authority site from the ‘old’ Johnson barn in Madoc Township.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc contribute equipment and trucks to move the rock for the O’Hara Mill group providing it can be suitable scheduled with the Roads Department and verification of the donation by the owner is confirmed.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that Council move in camera to discuss personnel issues under S. 239 of the Municipal Act.  Carried.
 
Rowe-Blackburn – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
