Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

There was no disclosure of potential conflict of interest.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood presented his report to Council.  He suggested that Council may wish to consider the purchase of a four wheel drive  ¾ ton snowplow truck for use of the Road Superintendent in place of the current pickup.  Council agreed to consider the suggestion.  He also outlined the potential costs for rehabilitation of Riggs’ Road and suggested the costs could be as high as $100,000.00.

Local member of Parliament, Daryl Kramp attended Council.  He felt that sharing of information between various levels of government proves beneficial and was happy to attend the meeting.  He indicated that, although the COMRIF grant program was popular, the result was that for every application approved, approximately 10 were not.  This sometime created more financial hardship than it resolved since pre-engineering or studies were often required at the expense of the municipality prior to application.  He asked members of Council for any input they may have as to improvements to the process.  He advised that there will be more federal funding for municipalities but he could not elaborate as to how much or how it would be delivered until after the federal budget.  Council thanked Mr. Kramp for his attendance.

Janice Tiessen attended Council further to her correspondence.  She advised that she was seeking an amendment to her original Kennel licence.  Members of Council advised that there was no amendment procedure in the by-law and, in order to maintain the effectiveness of the regulations, it would be necessary for her to re-apply for a new licence.  Ms. Tiessen thanked Council for their time and consideration and took leave of the meeting.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – to approve the report of the Chief Building Official for the month of January, 2007.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the report of the Animal Control Officer for the month of January be approved.  Carried.

Cathie Lahey-Francis attended Council with regard to the Community Emergency Management Coordinator position.  She outlined some of the duties and programs involved as mandated by Emergency Management Ontario.  She provided Council members with various materials which she uses to carry out her program.  Council thanked Cathie for her presentation.
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Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Clerk prepare the appropriate by-law for an expression of interest to access COMRIF funding for Asset Management.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the correspondence be received and filed.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried. 

Members of Council were reminded of the information meeting at 7:00 p.m. on February 21 on the lower level of the Library.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as per the voucher for the month of January in the total amount of $83,647.75.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Clerk contact Mr. F. Converso and Mac5 to determine the status of their ongoing project, particularly, with reference to the proposed Developer’s Agreement.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Consent B193/06 be approved as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the two Consents B195/06 and B196/06 be approved as submitted providing the Development Charges are paid.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc appoint Cathie Lahey-Francis as Community Emergency Management Coordinator for the municipality.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council approve the proposal submitted for rezoning of lands submitted by Madoc Cash & Carry.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
