Hazlett-Rollins - that Council rescind the resolution of Blackburn-Rollins from the December regular meeting instructing the Roads Department employees to operate their equipment to cross bridges that are rated lower than the gross weight of their vehicle.  Carried.





Hazlett-Rollins - that the minutes of the December meetings be adopted with the corrections pointed out by members of Council.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the Road Superintendent attend Mr. Michael Rollins property with members of the Roads Department to remove the trees that were inadvertently damaged.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as presented.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn - that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Sniderhan - that the Clerk register the Reeve, Deputy-Reeve and Councillor Blackburn for the AMO conference.  Carried.

Hazlett-Rollins - that the municipality support the resolution of  the Town of Essex with respect to amendment of the Negligence Act.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Rollins - that the balance of the correspondence be received and filed.  Carried.





Councilor Blackburn commented upon the success of the New Year’s event held at the Recreation Centre.  he congratulated Mrs. Bateman and her crew on the decoration of the facility and members of the Recreation Committee were commended for the amount of work enabling the success of such function.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the Library be paid monthly on the same basis as last year.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the minutes of the Committee meetings for December be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Members discussed the progress with the proposed service road at Highways 7 and 62.  Members expressed frustration with the delays and and amount of time as well as the restrictions being imposed by the Ministry of Transportation.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the Township of Madoc advise the Ministry of Transportation with respect to the proposed service road connecting Highway 7 and Highway 62 that:


the Township of Madoc will control, operate and maintain the road as a municipal road once it is completed and opened and,  the Township of Madoc will not permit other roads outside of the current development area, particularly west of the abandoned railroad right-of-way to access the service road.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn- that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rollins - that Council support Mr. L.A. Simpson in his efforts to have his two properties in Bannockburn merged.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Hazlett - that the Clerk arrange for Mr. Fred Wilson of the Municipal Health and Safety Association attend the March Council meeting to provide information to members of Council.  Carried.





Reeve Sager advised Council that, this being an election year, he would again be seeking the position of Reeve.  He hoped that Council may have a smoother ride this year than had been in the previous two.
