Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the minutes of the previous meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the total amount of $65,805.11.  Carried.

Road Superintendent L. Wood attended Council.  He reported that with the amount of snow in December and the winds, staff did not manage to spend too many days at home during the Holiday Season.  He was asked as to his timetable for ploughing certain roads – Queensborough for example.  He asked Council about trees that are in the fenceline – whether he had authority to cut them or remove them.  Members of Council indicated that the part of the tree overhanging the road was within his jurisdiction.  Council also discussed the age of the plow trucks and indicated it may be time to replace the 1987 truck.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Road Superintendent commence a search for a replacement for Unit #3, investigating both tandem and single axle trucks, new or used.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent purchase a set of tires for truck #6.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the report of the Chief Building Official for December and the letter from Centre Hastings be received and filed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the minutes of the December Family Health Team meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the local Library Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board be received as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that Council approve the minutes of the Quinte Waste Solutions meeting from December 2008.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the letter from Centre Hastings Park be referred to budget.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that the letter from Tyendinaga Township re:  Richmond Landfill site be received and filed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – to respond to the County of Hastings that the Township of Madoc currently has no suitable properties for affordable housing projects.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Mr. Richard Chapman, retiring from the Arena Board after 30 years and Mr. Douglas Keller, Chief Building Official for 20 years be presented with gifts of appreciation by the municipality.  Deputy Reeve Sniderhan will further pursue this matter.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – subsequent to the advertisement for interest in the position, Mrs. Lynda McCullough be appointed as a municipal representative on the Madoc and District Recreation Centre Board.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn- that the report of the Livestock Valuer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council approves the content of the Agreement with the Chief Building Official.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
