Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

There were no declarations of possible conflict of interest.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the December meeting of Council be approved as circulated.  Carried.

A report was reviewed from the Animal Control Officer.  Council is concerned with the number of occurrences resulting in the Hart’s-Tannery Road area from the Chudleigh property.  The ACO and Council will monitor this situation closely and discuss potential remedies to this situation.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved by Council.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent attended Council to discuss future road projects.  He indicated a couple of locations on Riggs’ Road as well as Cooper Road that required attention.  He advised that the Roads Department would be proceeding with brush removal this week.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent proceed  to obtain options and costs for repairs of Cooper Road.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent also suggested that the municipality may wish to provide safety clothing for the Roads Department employees.  He discussed the location of two turnarounds on Reynolds Road and suggested that only one turnaround be maintained.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the municipality advise both Foley Bus Lines and C. Smith Bus Lines that only one turnaround will be maintained on Reynolds Road.  Carried.

Mr. Frank Pinder attended Council on behalf of Greer Galloway Associates regarding the condition of Peck’s Bridge and Woods Bridge.  He suggested that the Ontario Rural Infrastructure Fund may provide some assistance in this project.  He also offered several options to Council for the reconstruction of one or both of these structures.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Greer Galloway proceed with an application on behalf of the Township of Madoc for replacement of Peck’s Bridge under the Ontario Rural Infrastructure program.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Sniderhan  - that Daryl Kramp, M.P. be invited to the February meeting of Council.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the remaining itmes of correspondence be received and filed.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre hastings Public Library Board meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the total amount of $92,715.92 as presented on the voucher.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the proposed Development Agreement be amended in Section 10 (b) to reflect more accurately the content of the Resolution 06-207 passed by Council on September 27, 2006 in this regard.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
