Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the previous meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Treasurer C. Mitchell provided her report to Council.  She presented the voucher for the month of December, 2010 in the total amount of $94,859.01.  The Treasurer noted the significant expenses for fuel and suggested that the purchase of fuel may be streamlined by bulk purchasing or travel allowances.  She further questioned whether the municipality wished to continue to pay a membership fee to the Ontario Good Roads Association as it appeared our only contact may be annual attendance at the February convention.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the OGRA/ROMA membership invoice be removed from the voucher for payment.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts be paid as listed on the voucher with the exception of the ROMA/OGRA membership invoice.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that a new refrigerator for the Recreation Centre kitchen be purchased from Bush Furniture to replace the one that expired in December.  Should the cost of an all-refrigerator appliance be comparable to the cost of a refrigerator/freezer – the all refrigerator be purchased.  Carried.

The Treasurer advised that the telephone system in the municipal office will no longer be supported by Bell because of its age.  She advised that we had lost the use of a line earlier this year and Bell advised staff of the situation.
 
Sniderhan-Robinson – that staff seek quotes for a new telephone system.  Carried.
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The Treasurer advised that the municipal audit would be upcoming in February of this year.  Policing costs are up 3.8% for the current year.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended to report to Council.  He asked to be able to order culverts for Moorcroft Road as the existing ones are worn out and will require replacement when the ground thaws.  He indicated he still had some icing issues on Island Road.  He estimated the winter sand should last until about the end of January before requiring a refill.  He sought permission from Council to purchase chains for the grader.  The cost of each has been quoted at $1023.00 from M&M Esso in Bancroft.  He also asked that a cell phone be purchased for the Lead Hand.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that a cell phone be purchased for the Lead Hand.  Carried.

Council discussed the effects of By-law 1271-2010 with the Road Superintendent regarding overtime vs. lieu time with a salaried position.  After several minutes discussion, it was determined that such discussions will be continued at the committee level.  Members of Council reviewed the plow routes to better understand the rationale behind them.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Road Superintendent obtain quotes on having a service technician attend to check the pressures on the various pumps on the loader to ensure they are functioning properly.  Carried.

Kim Charlebois from the Sexual Assault Centre for Quinte and District attended Council to advise of the plans of her organization to raise funds to acquire a residential rehabilitation facility that can temporarily house victims of sexual assault.  Her purpose was to make Council aware of this effort – which would be the first of its kind.  They have received $350,000.00 from the Parrott Foundation toward their goal of $1 million.  Council thanked Ms. Charlebois for her presentation.

Mr. Jim Bakker from the local Chamber of Commerce attended Council to advise Council of an upcoming presentation regarding the RTO11 which is the regional tourism area of which we are a part.  He explained that a presentation is scheduled for March 8 by Disney for the stakeholders of this area.  He requested that Council allow them March 7 for set up and run-through in the Recreation Centre.  This may necessitate Council making changes to the scheduling or location of the March meeting of Council.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.
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Robinson-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Quinte Waste Solutions Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – whereas the federal and provincial governments are providing a one-time extension of the deadline for funding of projects under the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund, Building Canada Fund-Communities Top-up, the Recreational Infrastructure Canada/Ontario Recreation Program, and the Knowledge Infrastructure Program from March 31, 2011 to October 31, 2011;
And whereas all funding from the Government of Canada and Ontario will cease after October 31, 2011;
And whereas the Township of Madoc has asked the provincial government for an extension to federal and provincial to October 31, 2011 for the following project:

RinC   R1267    Rehabilitation of Recreation Complex        $690,000.00 

Therefore be it resolved that the Township of Madoc attest that it will continue to contribute its share of the required funding for the aforementioned projects;
And be it further resolved that actual claims for all eligible costs incurred by March 31, 2011, for the aforementioned project must be and will be submitted no later than April 30, 2011 and be it further resolved that the Township of Madoc will ensure that the project will be completed.
Carried.

Discussion was held regarding the remuneration for staff for the upcoming term.

Robinson-Blackburn – that staff remuneration be increased annually by the cost of living as published by Statistics Canada.  Motion lost.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that staff remuneration be increased by 2% per annum over each of the next four years.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn  - that Consent B102/10 be approved provided a residential entrance can be established which meets the current municipal residential entrance requirements and the standard conditions regarding development charges, taxes and zoning are complied with.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc proceed with an application for the Micro-fit program and staff budget for the program in the initial budget process.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
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1273-2011 – three readings and passed – load restrictions for 2011-01-11 
1274-2011 – three readings and passed – interim tax levy

Rowe-Blackburn – that Council resume.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that Council move in camera as required in the Municipal Act to discuss personnel issues.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – Council resume.  Carried.

Rowe-Sniderhan – Council adjourn.  Carried.
