Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:02 p.m.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the minutes of the June meeting of Council be approved as circulated.  Carried.

There was no disclosure of pecuniary interest from any member of Council.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the amount of $221,725.59.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council to report that they have completed the gravelling operations for the year but still required 2000 tonnes to be stockpiled at the yard.  He advised that grass mowing was under way.  Members of Council indicated they were still concerned about the amount of banked overtime remaining from the winter operations.

Two quotations were received for supply of winter sand – 

Danford - $7.25/ tonne  and mid-winter refill - $8.50/tonne

Ramsay - $8.00/tonne and mid-winter refill - $9.00/tonne

Rowe-Robinson – that the Quotation from Danford Construction be accepted for supply of winter sand.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent proceed with the purchase of the tires as described in his report for June.  Carried.

Messrs. McIntosh and Pinder attended Council to report on their review of the tender documents for the Cooper Road rehabilitation project.  They advised that the low tender submitted by Norway met all of the requirements.  They further indicated that, should Council wish to extend the limits of the project, the opportunity presents itself providing the Township has funding to cover it.

Blackburn-Robinson  - that the Cooper Road rehabilitation contract be awarded to Norway Asphalt Ltd. as quoted in Alternative ‘A’ and that they further proceed with the Provisional items in the contract with the exception of items 13 and 14 (rock excavation).  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Road Superintendent obtain quotes for resurfacing of Cedar School Road.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.
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Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Members of Council of Tudor and Cashel attended the meeting at the request of the host Council to discuss the current fire agreement between the two municipalities and to clarify the roles of the parties involved.  The Fire Chief is to respond to burning complaints and the municipality will be invoiced as required.  Fire prevention and smoke detector inspection can be done under a separate agreement.  Tudor members indicated they will require this however, there was no consensus on the mechanics of how this will be done discussed at the meeting.  Madoc Township Council impressed upon members of Tudor and Cashel Township Council  that the Fire Chief should not be subjected to confrontation any further at his home.  After some further discussion on other common issues, Tudor and Cashel Council took leave of the meeting with thanks.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the library board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the May and June meetings of the Medical Centre Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the Quinte Waste Solutions Board be approved.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the Chamber of Commerce be received.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Councillors Blackburn and Robinson work with the Clerk and Treasurer to a solution for increased office and storage space for the Township offices.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson -  that the position of Administrative Assistant to the Fire Chief be offered to Mrs. Bradstock-Virgoe.  Carried.

Councillor Robinson brought forward the issue of requests from exemption to the ‘clear bag’ policy for household refuse.  After some discussion, it was determined that there will be no exemptions or exemption forms.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Livestock Valuer reports be approved as circulated.  Carried.

A proposed agreement for Chief building Official services was presented to Council for review.  The proposed agreement is virtually identical to the previous agreement which members of Council did not like due to its vagueness.  Treasurer Mitchell indicated that the Township should work toward keeping the revenues in-house and paying a reasonable hourly fee for service.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that staff contact Centre Hastings staff to review the items and propose an Agreement for CBO satisfactory to both Councils.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1217-2008 – third reading and passed to permit Recreational Base Camp
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Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
