Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:40 (following the Public Meeting).
There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.

Treasurer C. Mitchell reviewed the current voucher with Council.  She confirmed with Council that, in light of having received an invoice for $8,000.00 from Centre Hastings for a ‘Swim Program’ – no money had been budgeted for such expense, that the invoice not be paid.  Council confirmed that information.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the current voucher be paid as circulated in the amount of $198,933.18.  Carried.

Treasurer Mitchell also sought clarification on the Library payments.  As the Municipality of Centre Hastings had paid less than the budget amount of the library in 2010 whereas Madoc Township paid the full share and whereas Madoc Township paid the full budgeted share to the Library again this year but Centre Hastings returned the budget to have it reduced; effectively, Madoc Township has overpaid the Library over the last two years (more than the sharing ratio).  The Treasurer suggested that Council may seek to ‘claw back’ the overpaid funds this year from the Library since they are being provided with a one-time $2,000.00 grant from the Province for each municipality; therefore, such claw-back would have little impact on the total overall budget.  She sought direction from Council.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Councillor Rowe (member of the Library Board) take the concerns of Council to the Library Board to get direction on how the Board intends to deal with this issue.  Carried.
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Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council.  Reeve Sager welcomed him and offered that he wished to publicly congratulate the Road Superintendent and his crew for their efforts following the severe weather of June 8.  The Road Superintendent thanked Council and suggested that an ad be placed in the local paper thanking residents for their patience and assistance with the clean-up of debris and recovery after the violent wind and rainstorm.  He further discussed roadside clean-up with Council advising of the increasing presence of the “Wild Parsnip” which can cause blistering and discomfort when it comes in contact with skin.  He suggested that spraying along major roads may combat the spread of the weed and asked that Council consider such option.  He further advised that roadside grass mowing would commence this week.  He advised Council that the Township pickup is becoming increasingly costly to maintain and suggested they consider an alternative.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent proceed with limited spraying along main township roads by a qualified contractor to a maximum $1,000.00.  Carried.

Mr. Calvin McCoy attended Council to suggest that they support the use of UTV’s on municipal roads.  Currently, law permits ATV’s to use such roads.  The Ministry of Transportation is currently being lobbied to support such a change in legislation.  Mr. McCoy was advised that this requires an amendment to Provincial Statute and is not under the control of Council but that they would consider such an option should it become available.

Cindy Cassidy from the Eastern Ontario Trails Alliance attended Council; as had been determined at the previous meeting -  to review other options that were suggested to provide a “loop” in the existing trail.  Council was not willing to designate parts of municipal roads to form a section of the trail and apparently efforts with private landowners for this section of trail were also unsuccessful.  Ms. Cassidy thanked Council and took leave of the meeting.

Keith Taylor, source water protection lead, Quinte Conservation, attended to review with Council some of the changes that will affect municipalities with regard to source water protection.  The assessment report for the area has been completed and approved by the Ministry of the Environment.  That will permit the Conservation Authority to proceed with preparation of a ‘Source Water Protection Plan’.  Several new responsibilities will become the responsibility of municipalities and, particularly, the Chief Building Official.  For example, agricultural operations within prescribed limits of municipal water sources will be obliged to file a “risk management plan” for their farm operation.  Private septic systems located within prescribed distances from municipal water sources will be required to undergo an inspection every five years.  Mr. Taylor confirmed that, although source water protection is a Provincial initiative directed by the Ministry of the Environment through the Conservation Authority with funding provided by the Province – such inspections will be an additional duty of the municipal Chief Building Official with no offsetting funding from the Province.  More changes are coming.  The Source Water Protection Plan is yet to be developed.
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Richard Steiginga and Veronica Hazlewood of municipal auditors Collins, Barrow – attended Council to review financial operations for the year 2010.  They advised that there have been many changes in financial reporting recent years – including tangible capital assets becoming part of the reporting scheme.  The Township of Madoc appears to be in a stable financial position.  The audit firm congratulated the Treasurer and staff on the accuracy of their budget forecasts and advised Council that there is nothing outstanding with which they should be concerned.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

The By-law Enforcement Officer presented his report which indicated that various complaints which had been referred to him have been resolved.

Sniderhan-Robinson – to approve the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – approve the report of the Fire Chief on duties during the past two months.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the minutes of the Family Health Team be approved for file.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Madoc Public Library Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Madoc and District Recreation Centre be received and filed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Clerk write the Madoc and District Chamber of Commerce and Comfort Country to advise that Council supports their efforts in promoting business and events in the area but would urge such organizations to formally advise of any proposed events to be held in the Township of Madoc to ensure they are in conformity with municipal regulations.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Community Policing Advisory Committee be approved as circulated.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc contribute $300.00 toward the cost of repairs to the memorial cairn at Madoc Township Public School.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Clerk ask the Land Division Committee to defer a decision on application B45/11 until Council can be provided with clarification on the traffic flow on the subject property and confirm with the Ministry of Transportation that they have approved the appropriate commercial entrances for the proposed uses.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc support the Resolution of the Township of Marmora and Lake in support of the Marmora Pumped Storage Project proposed by Northland Power Inc.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – approve the three Livestock Valuer’s reports for payment as presented.  Carried.

Quotations for engineering, supply, installation and connection of a 10KW Microfit system were presented to Council based upon the conditional approval received from Ontario Power Authority.

Members of Council discussed a number of questions both technical (as to how they are connected) and different makes/types of arrays and inverters.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that should Evergreen Power confirm a 5 year warranty on the installation and equipment, that the Township of Madoc purchase the Microfit system as described by Evergreen Power contingent on confirmation of the contract award from Ontario Power Authority.  Carried.

Reeve Sager asked that the vote be recorded for the purchase of a microfit system>

Consent application B44/11 was presented for comments and approval.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that Consent B44/11 be approved by Council providing the $600.00 development charge is paid, the lot be rezoned to ‘Rural Residential’, the Road Superintendent confirms that a residential entrance conforming to the provisions of the municipal entrance by-law can be established at this lot and that the existing field entrance(s) to this property be removed from Deloro Road and installed to access from Union Road.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1282-2011 – 3 readings and passed. – entrances
1285-2011 – 3 readings and passed – fire dept.

Rowe-Sniderhan – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Clerk prepare an amendment to the procedural by-law to allow a change to Council meeting schedule to have them meet on the second Monday of the month commencing at 7:00 p.m.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Madoc and District Agricultural Society be advised that they will be permitted to complete the MMRS schedule for this year until the zoning issues are resolved.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe -  that Council adjourn at 4:20 p.m.  Carried.
