Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:02 p.m.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the meeting of May be approved as circulated.  Carried.

There were no disclosures of pecuniary interest.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as per the voucher in the amount of $600,361.76 with the exception of the $3434.00 to the Municipality of Centre Hastings written off as per conversation with the Treasurer.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated and the correspondence from R. Mackenzie be received and, further, that the ACO proceed with the suggested tag sale procedure.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that staff is directed not to respond to direct requests from Bob Mackenzie and that all requests from this individual be directed through Council.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson- that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Mr. Matt McIntosh attended from Greer Galloway to update Council on the progress to date of the rehabilitation of Cooper Road.  He advised that a tender document will be advertised on Wednesday, June 4 in the Daily Commercial news.  He advised further that he expected the June 18 closing would be adequate time for interested bidders to respond.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended to present his report for the month.  He advised that the lawnmower used for the ball park was in very bad condition.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Road Superintendent buy a new lawnmower at the Co-op.  Carried. 

Blackburn-Rowe – to approve the report of the Road Superintendent as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council approve the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – to approve the minutes of Quinte Waste Solutions as curculated.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council approve the minutes of the Madoc & District Chamber of Commerce.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Township proceed with the update and consolidation of the zoning by-law as per the quotation from Ainley Group.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council support the efforts of the Hastings & Prince Edward Counties Health Unit in controlling West Nile virus.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Jamie Franks be engaged for the summer student position this year.  Carried.

Clerk Andrew McMurray attended Council to review with the members of Council, the contents of the Fire Agreement between the two municipalities.  Both parties agreed that this agreement did not include a smoke alarm program but, that such a program could be implemented with a separate Agreement or addendum to the current one.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that Council approve the bear loss claim submitted by the Livestock Valuer on behalf of Dubeau.  Carried.

The Clerk provided an update on the 7/62 development to advise that, although the Development Agreement was signed and he was currently in the process of obtaining the permits for work at the highway intersections; a significant delay may be encountered due to the failure of the developer, Mac 5 ,to act subsequent to a site meeting of May 11, 2007 with regard to relocation of utility lines at the east end of the project.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Road Superintendent proceed to obtain quotations for supply of winter sand.  Carried.
