Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:02 p.m.

Blackburn-Robinson – to approve the minutes of the June meetings as circulated.  Carried.

The Treasurer reported that the voucher for the month was listed at $497,906.80.  This amount included the School Board and County levies due in June.  Another item included in the voucher was a payment authorized by Greer Galloway to Danford Construction.  Council was advised that, should they wish to pay this amount, it would further reduce the ‘holdback’ from the Cooper/Barry Road project to under 2%.  The OMAFRA BCF-CC holdback would remain at 10% of the project until the final report is processed.

The Road Superintendent reported that the construction joint on Cooper Road had been repaired.  He indicated that there was still an issue with the drainage on the Cooper Road South portion.  He further indicated that some of the delineators for the project were still not installed.  He and Chris Whalen from Greer Galloway attended Barry Road and could not locate where any ‘sampling’ of the new road surface had been done.  In conversation with neighbouring Road Superintendents, the three of them agreed that there appeared to be “issues” with the surface treatment applied last year to their roads by the same contractor.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Danford invoice be removed from the current payment voucher.  Carried.

The Treasurer noted that the Landfill and Arena payments were also included in the voucher and, further to discussions at the budget meeting about these amounts wanted Council to note that they were being paid as per the budget.  

Rowe-Blackburn – that the Clerk advise the Municipality of Centre Hastings that Madoc Township will not be subsidizing the ‘Swim Program’ this year.  Carried.
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The Treasurer provided a copy of a ruling from Revenue Canada which upheld the position of the Treasurer that GST was not payable to Mac 5 Corporation for the municipal contribution with respect to Bonjour Boulevard.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Treasurer proceed to attempt to recover the GST from Mac 5 Corporation which had been paid at the direction of Council, within thirty days as supported in the decision from Revenue Canada.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the Treasurer add the costs of the hydrocarbon cleanup to the property tax roll for Assessment Roll No. 12 36 000 025 07200 0000 as per the Instruction to Municipality to Collect Costs under the Environmental Protection Act and the Ontario Water Resources Act.  Carried.

Regarding an inquiry as to work required on siding at the Cooper Hall, staff advise that Council is currently working on improving the water supply there at the direction of the Health Unit and, should they wish to obtain quotations for the required work, Council may consider them this autumn but cannot presently guarantee that they will be able to fund the project this year.

The Road Superintendent outlined his proposal for some of his construction work this summer.  He indicated also that he requires direction from Council as to the successful bidder for the gravel and how it is to be placed on the Township Roads.  There was considerable discussion among members of Council as to the relative merits of pit run material versus that of the quarried material. 

Rowe-Blackburn  - that the granular ‘M’ material required for the year be purchased from Drain Bros. as per their quotation and that the municipal employees spread it on the Township roads with municipally-owned equipment.   Motion lost.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that Madoc Township purchase the granular ‘M’ material from Danford Construction Ltd. As per their quotation and have the municipal employees spread it on Township roads using municipally-owned equipment.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the Clerk write Upper Canada Minerals to thank them for the donation of stone used to decorate the front of the municipal buildings this year.  Carried.

Mr. Chris Adams attended Council regarding his pit bulls and use of a motor home as a residence in Madoc Township.  Mr. Adams assured members of Council that he had purchased dog licences for his pit bull dogs in 2009.  Staff assured Council that the Township had no record of such purchase but that such confusion could be cleared up when Mr. Adams brought his licences to the office for confirmation.  He further advised that he would be moving to Quebec within a month and asked for leniency with regard to the current living situation.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that, with respect to the violations of municipal by-laws, the municipality delay prosecution until after July 1, 2010 but, should Mr. Adams be in violation of municipal by-laws after that date, staff shall proceed with enforcement of municipal by-laws.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – the correspondence received from Mr. And Mrs. Partridge be received and filed.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the minutes of the meeting of the Family Health Team be approved as submitted.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Chamber of Commerce be received and filed.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council reply to the Tri Area Medical Foundation that Council appreciates being advised of their activities and although the Township of Madoc has no additional funding to provide, we will continue to honour our annual contribution as previously advised.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the Clerk receive and file correspondence from Quinte Conservation.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the correspondence from Community Care be received and filed.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe –the Township of Madoc supports the efforts of the Hastings and Prince Edward Counties Health Unit to reduce the risk of West Nile virus in our area.   Furthermore, the Township of Madoc gives permission to the Hastings and Prince Edward Counties Health Unit to carry out a larviciding program for the prevention and/or control of West Nile virus in our area.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Council of the Township of Madoc adopt the harassment in the Workplace and Violence in the Workplace policies as presented and that such policies be added to the municipal health and safety documentation.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council support the Resolution of the Town of New Tecumseth with respect to the imposition of Harmonized Sales Tax.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe -  that staff proceed with the transfer of lands from the County of Hastings to the Township of Madoc as set out in the correspondence from Mr. J. Duffin.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – to defer a decision on the request to close a portion of the Road Allowance between Concession 8 and Concession 9 south of Bannockburn Road to allow and opportunity to explore options to resolve the situation.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that staff proceed with the requested road closing of Centre Street in Plan 115 commencing at the west lot line of property currently owned by Mr. Lovitt and continuing westerly to the conclusion of the road allowance.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1261-2010 – 2 reading to rezone from RU-4 to RU
1262-2010 – 2 readings to rezone from RU to RR – Pt. Lot 8, Con. 1
1263-2010 – 3 readings and passed to authorize agreement to cancel convey as one parcel agreement.

Rowe-Sniderhan – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the By-law Enforcement Officer be advised to work toward remediation at the site of the house fire at 3641 Deloro Road and attend the North Country garage on St. Lawrence St. E. To ensure there are no vehicles parked on the municipal road allowance.  Carried. 

Robinson-Blackburn – that Council do now adjourn at 2:05 p.m.  Carried.
