Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Councilor Rollins declared a conflict of interest with the first delegation in attendance.

Councilor Hazlett expressed his displeasure with the manner in which the Reeve had reprimanded Council at the previous meeting.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the April meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rollins-Hazlett – that staff cut the grass at the ball park until such time as a student may be available.  Carried.

New employees on the Roads Department should be provided with the training they require to perform their jobs.  It is the duty of the Road Superintendent to do the training.  Councilor Rollins restated a concern he had with trees on Lingham Lake Road that may pose a safety hazard that he would like dealt with by the Road Superintendent.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – accept the report of the Road Superintendent.  Carried.

Blackburn-Hazlett – that Council approve the report of the Chief Building Official.  The additional information was very informative.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rollins – that the report provided by the Animal Control Officer be accepted as presented.  Carried.

Councilor Rollins excused himself from the meeting while Council dealt with Mrs. D. Rollins and her solicitor.

Mr. Sullivan (rep. Mrs. Rollins) advised that they were in attendance to attempt to correct an error with respect to a piece of property.  He indicated that they have had no success in discussing this issue with the neighbour that is involved.  The error to correct is that an Entrance Permit was granted to Mr. S. Parks but requires them to cross Mrs. Rollins’ property.  Mrs. Rollins provided a sketch prepared by Paul Miller, OLS. Which indicates the location of the entrance and a hydro service to the property.  Correspondence from Hydro One indicates that they are prepared to move the service.  Members of Council expressed a sense of discomfort in making a decision affecting the neighbouring property without at least allowing input from the neighbour.

Hazlett-Sniderhan – that the municipality write Mr. And Mrs. Parks to advise that there may be a problem with their entrance on Island Road to their residence and ask that they respond to the municipality with evidence of proof of ownership of that portion of property upon which the driveway is situate within two weeks; otherwise, the municipality may be obliged to proceed in this matter without their input.  Carried.

Councilor Rollins returned to Council upon the departure of Mrs. Rollins and her solicitor.
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Mr. Randy Rowe attended Council to seek closure of the Road Allowance to the west of his property (between Concession 1 and 2, Lot 4) to permit him to create a new residential lot.  He advised that this would permit him to have a full 197 foot frontage on the lot.  Without the Road Allowance, he would be obliged to obtain a variance to permit a lot with only 150 feet of frontage. He also discussed some sort of arrangement whereby the municipality would acquire property along the Township Road.

Mr. Matt Cooke attended Council regarding a Building Permit which was issued in August 2004 and revoked in April, 2006.  He related to Council a history of the situation and sought Council’s assistance.  He wishes Council to permit him to build a new home on the property and continue to use the former workshop as a temporary dwelling.  Council advised that it would be necessary to consult with the Chief Building Official prior to making any determination.

Blackburn-Sniderhan  - that staff investigate the complaints received about waste along a section of the Deloro Road and also investigate the burned out residence at 2287 Deloro Road for waste and safety concerns.  Carried.

Hazlett-Rollins – that the Township send a letter to Mrs. Verna Graham advising that we will be cashing the cheque she issued for her Building Permit.  Carried.

Blackburn-Hazlett – that the report of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Hazlett-Rollins – that the correspondence items be received and filed as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the accounts of the municipality be paid for April in the total amount of $118,326.32.  Carried.

Rollins-Hazlett – that the Clerk contact Mr. Gary Roberts at the Ministry of Natural Resources in Peterborough to advise that the Township of Madoc supports hunting on Sunday.  Carried.

The Clerk advised that, in consultation with the municipal insurer, whereas the Cemetery Boards in the municipality are designated as Committees of Council; therefore the Board members and property are both covered by the municipal insurance policy for liability purposes.  

Rollins-Hazlett- that the Clerk notify the cemetery boards of the Township to advise them that the cemeteries are also covered for liability purposes by the municipal policy.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn- that the Clerk write the Secretary-Treasurer of the Hastings County Land Division Committee to advise that, with respect to the Consent granted to Mr. D. Martin (B158/05), the municipality does not require Mr. Martin to construct a turnaround on Acreman Road as specified in the conditions to the Consent.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Hazlett – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1152-2006 – 3rd reading of  by-law to authorize execution of Agreement with MTO

1156-2006 – 3 readings and passed to designate 4 local cemetery boards as committees of Council

1157-2007 – 3 readings and passed to establish a Public Highway in Part of Lot 20, Con. 10
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Hazlett-Rollins – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council now adjourn at 10:50 p.m.  Carried.
