Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes from the February Council meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

There were no declarations of possible conflict of interest.

The Treasurer’s report was presented in the absence of the Treasurer by the Clerk.  It indicated that a “pool” of assistants available to work on an infrequent basis would be a benefit to the Bar Steward.

Robinson-Rowe – that the Township advertise for persons with interested in being considered for occasional part time work in the recreation centre to assist with the bar.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the accounts of the Township be paid in the total amount of $350,975.88.  Carried.

The Clerk reviewed some items that were required for the upcoming road construction season including advertising for equipment.  He asked for direction on the amount Council required for liability coverage from equipment owners/operators.  Council advised the Clerk to require only Two (2) million dollars for coverage.

Discussion ensued over the proposed Spring Road Tour.  It is scheduled for Monday, March 28, 2011 at 9:30 a.m.

A petition was presented from the residents of Hart’s Road indicating that their road requires repairs and a black topped surface.  Although the cost was considered prohibitive, members of Council agreed to review the costs of improving the Hart’s Road and surfacing during budget deliberations.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.
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Robinson-Sniderhan – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be adopted as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Sniderhan – to approve the minutes of the Centre Hastings Library Board for February/March as presented.  Carried.

When the Arena minutes were brought forward, there was discussion as to whether the Arena employees were full time employees.  It was noted that it appeared to be full time employees of Centre Hastings.  Deputy Reeve Sniderhan inquired as to when that had occurred since, when he was a member of the Arena Board, his inquiries as to their status had indicated that they were not full time.  Members of Council will seek further information.

Blackburn-Robinson – to approve the minutes of the Madoc and District Recreation Centre Board for February, as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Reeve arrange a meeting with the Reeve of Centre Hastings to discuss the number of employees on joint or shared Boards and whether or not they have status as full time employees.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council has discussed the response provided to Reeve Sager by Quinte Conservation regarding Council’s resolution requesting them to reduce their levy and that Council advise them further that Madoc Township cannot afford an increase in excess of 2%.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Community Policing Advisory Committee be accepted as circulated.  Carried.

Ms. Pat Shannon addressed Council to provide members with statistics and information on Central Hastings Transit.  She advised that 9% of the ridership comes from the Township of Madoc.  She further indicated that it is vital that Central Hastings Transit is able to access transit funding from the Gas Tax funding.  She stressed that, although grateful for the support received over the past year, it is vital to obtain ongoing (year after year) support for Central Hastings Transit in order to qualify for Gas Tax funding.  She advised that a meeting is being scheduled to have the CAO’s of all local participating municipalities determine if there can be some mechanism by which to take advantage of the available programs.  Council thanked Ms. Shannon for her presentation and advised that it would be part of their budget deliberations.

Council reviewed the correspondence.
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Sniderhan-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc support the ‘Mayors for Meals’ program.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Clerk put forward the names of Isabella Shaw, Gayle Ketcheson and Reta Pitts as possible contributors to the proposed new Historic Hastings update.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council move into by-laws.  Carried.

1277-2011 – 2 readings – to rezone Pt. Lot 6, Conc. 7 RR to RR-9
1278-2011 – 3 readings and passed – execute Memo. Of Understanding with Municipality of
                        Centre Hastings and Stirling-Rawdon for sharing of repeater equipment
1279-2011 -  3 readings and passed to authorize recovery of costs for services provided by the 
                        Fire Department.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council move in camera pursuant to S. 239 of the Municipal Act to discuss personnel matters.  Carried.

Sniderhan- Rowe – that Council resume.

The Road Superintendent arrived at the meeting late as he had been assisting in remedial action required to alleviate flooding and icing on Fox Road.  He advised that the snowplows had a difficult time on the weekend with the snow on the side roads which were no longer frozen. Council discussed the type and amount of gravel he would require for the current year.  He was asked about the cost of surface treatment this year.  He advised that the last estimate he had received was $37,500 per kilometre and that may well go higher due to the costs of petroleum.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
