Robinson-Blackburn – that the minutes of the three meetings of Council held in April be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts for the month be paid in the total amount of $74,525.28 as listed on the voucher presented.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council to advise on his activities.  He presented the cost estimate for removal of five rocks on the upper end of Island Road.  Council questioned the cost of such removal considering their location and was not part of the proposed budget.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council defer a decision on whether to proceed with the rock removal on Island Road; to be reviewed later in the year.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent proceed with ordering the culverts to be replaced on Hart’s, Bannockburn and Pigden Roads for installation later this year.  Carried.

The Road Superintendent advised that the pressure washer had reached the end of its useful life.  Council suggested that he contact the Fire Department regarding sharing of the unit in the Fire Hall.  Carried.

Warden Ron Emond and CAO Jim Pine attended Council.  They advised that the County levy is increased this year by 7.98% - mainly due to lower revenues as a result of cuts to their OMPF funding.  He went on to explain some of the initiatives with which the County is involved including social housing, broadband and roads on federal lands.  It was pointed out to Mr. Pine that Madoc Township had also received no increase in OMPF funding this year (one of three in the County not to) and are in danger of losing 21% of the funding from this program (Stabilization guarantee) so such County increases impacted greatly upon Madoc Township.

Mr. Frank Pinder (Greer Galloway) attended Council to review a number of projects that Council has initiated.  He reviewed the quotes for the rehabilitation of Empey Bridge with Council.  He also advised of the application for funding for the balance of Cooper Road under the Canada Builds program.  He advised that there was potential for savings in the quoted price for the project.  He advised that the application for replacement of Empey Bridge was estimated at $1.25 million for a new structure.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that Council defer a decision on the quotations received for rehabilitation of Empey Bridge pending outcome of our application under Build Canada .  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Family Health Team meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that  Council ask that the minutes of the Special Meeting of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board of April 15, 2009 be altered on Page 2 to reflect that although Had prefaced his remarks with clarification on the amount owed by the Board; L. Blackburn had asked Reeve Deline how much he was seeking from the other municipalities.  Carried

Robinson-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Community Policing Advisory Committee be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council support the request from the Family Health Team for funding for the physician recruitment program.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the correspondence from AMO be received and filed.  Carried.

Ms. Bev Burns and Mr. Ed Reynolds attended Council with regard to the amended application for a kennel licence.  It was pointed out that it still did not meet the requirements of the by-law since, although they had changed the location of the kennel to conform, they still had listed it as an animal rescue and advised that there would be more than three breeds therein.

Blackburn-Robinson – that should the application by Reynolds/Burns be amended to limit the dogs in their kennel to three breeds and maintain the required setbacks and conform to the by-law, a kennel license will be issued.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council is not willing to reconsider their decision with regard to providing funding to the Medical Centre and membership thereupon as determined at the Special meeting in April.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc notify the representatives on the Medical Centre Board residing in the Township of Madoc that they are welcome to sit on the Board and/or its committees as individuals but they do not represent the Corporation of the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Council of the Township of Madoc supports the application under the Building Canada Fund Communities Component Intake Two to acquire funding to enable the Cooper Road/Barry Road project.  Council approves the proposed work as detailed in the application.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Council of the Township of Madoc supports the application under the Building Canada Infrastructure Stimulus Fund for Empey Bridge replacement as detailed in the application.  Carried. 
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Robinson-Rowe – that the Council of the Township of Madoc supports the application made under the Building Canada Infrastructure Stimulus Fund described as the Safer Roads Stimulus (Project No. 107).  Carried.

Rowe-Sniderhan – that the Council of the Township of Madoc supports the application made under the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund of Build Canada for Project No.102 (Accessibility Upgrade) as outlined in the application.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Clerk write the owners of the property at 14528 Highway 62 to advise that they remain in violation of the municipal zoning by-law and that they remedy this situation forthwith.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that W. Lebow be appointed as By-law Enforcement Official for the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that Consent application B20/09 be approved with standard conditions.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council move in camera.  Carried.
