Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

There were no potential conflict of interest declarations.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the previous meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended to report on his activities.  He advised that he and Reeve Sager had met with Upper Canada Minerals regarding the status of Scotch Settlement Road.  He advised that Upper Canada agreed to cooperate with the municipality for road improvements on this section of road.  He also reported that, it appears the cost of snowplow trucks seems to have been significantly reduced, probably as a result of our stronger Canadian dollar.  He is still investigating options.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the report of the Road Superintendent be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Animal Control Officer report be adopted as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council invite Andrew Redden from Hastings County Economic Development to attend a future meeting of Council.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the municipality donate $100.00 to the Madoc Santa Claus Parade committee.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the items of correspondence be received and filed by the Clerk as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the Landfill Site committee be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that Council request from the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board a copy of the “draft” minutes following their meeting rather than having to wait until the “approved”  minutes are available following the next meeting.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Rowe – that the Council of the Township of Madoc support the construction of a new Medical Centre facility in Madoc since the current facility is inadequate to house the medical professionals required to respond to the diverse needs of the growing population of the Municipality of Centre Hastings, the Township of Tudor and Cashel and the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson  - that the Township of Madoc consider the funding request for the physician recruitment tour during next year’s budget deliberations.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council approves the minutes of the meetings of Quinte Waste Solutions for July 23 and September 17 as provided.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as listed on the current voucher in the total amount of $68,875.82.  Carried.

Council discussed the relative merits of the cost of processing an injunction regarding the habitual violation of our dog licensing and kennel by-laws.  They determined that it was difficult to justify a cost of between $3000.00 and $10,000.00 to enforce the by-law in this case.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council rescind Resolution 07-157 of August 7 regarding proceeding with an injunction.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Consent application B107/07 be approved providing the development charge is paid, any outstanding taxes are paid on the property and conditions make it clear to the applicant that, due to the size of the property, it is not possible to keep livestock on the property.  Carried.

Rowe-Sniderhan – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1192-2007 – 3rd reading to rezone Pt. Lot 6, Conc. 2 to RR

1195-2007 – 3 readings to adopt new Emergency Response Plan

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that Council resume.  Carried.

Mr. David Moore attended Council at the invitation of Council.  Members advise that they are pleased with the job provided by his firm in garbage collection.  They also discussed upcoming changes at the landfill site and with the proposals for changes to waste collection to determine how they may impact upon his part of the operation and to solicit and ideas and comments he may have regarding the proposed changes.

Council thanked Mr. Moore for his attendance and he was given leave of the meeting.

Council adjourned at 2:25 p.m.
