Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.
There were no declarations of pecuniary interest.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the October meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Treasurer C. Mitchell provided Council with a copy of the municipal Financial Statement complete to the end of September.  She indicated that the municipality is currently in a stable financial position.  It was noted that the budget for fire and roads are rising.  Most of the roads projects (exception of winter sand) are completed for the year and the Fire Department has had an increase in the number of responses this year.  Each department will be encouraged to limit spending as much as possible for the remainder of the year.

The voucher for the month of October was presented in the total amount of $86,109.68.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Fire Department Unit 4 be sent to Carl Thibault as outlined in correspondence from Zion Valley and verified by Councillor Robinson to modify the air compressor driveline.  Carried.

In the absence of the Road Superintendent, his written report was presented to Council.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Road Superintendent be received as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – to approve the report of the Animal Control Officer as submitted.  Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.
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Robinson-Blackburn – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the Family Health Team be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the minutes of the October meeting of the Centre Hastings Library Board be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the minutes of the Community Policing Advisory Committee be approved for October as presented.  Carried.

Staff have received a request from an area resident to rent the municipal hall on an ongoing basis for line dancing/exercise classes.  The proposal would be that a lower rental rate may be allowed for such use since it would be a weekly use of 2 – 3 hours rather than a half-day or daily use.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that staff proceed with a two month trial period to rent the hall for a 3 hour rental for $25.00 for the proposed line dancing/exercise class.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Comfort Country group be received and filed. Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc donate $100.00 to the Santa Claus Parade Committee in Madoc.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the Clerk contact Genivar Engineering to obtain a quote for bridge inspections in the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Livestock Valuer be approved for payment as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Clerk proceed to upgrade the municipal cell phones as per the information from Worldlynx.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council proceed with the Agreement with the City of Belleville for Fire Department dispatching services.  Carried.

Council was asked whether they would be in favour of additional ceremony to mark the Inaugural Meeting of the Council on December 6, 2010.  It was generally agreed that the Clerk 
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would proceed to swear in the new Council with little or no additional flourish.  Members of Council suggested that, rather than have a ‘fancy’ Inaugural Meeting’ that Madoc Township Council host a meeting of the two neighbouring Councils to the north and south of the municipality as a social function to introduce all members to each other as a first step in working cooperatively.
 
Sniderhan-Blackburn- that the Inaugural Meeting be a working meeting of Council.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

1270-2010 – three readings and passed to authorize Reeve and Clerk to enter into Agreement with City of Belleville for dispatching services for the Fire Department.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council adjourn until the Inaugural Meeting December 6 or the call of the Reeve.  Carried.
