Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

There was no disclosure of pecuniary interest or potential conflict.

Robinson-Rowe – that the minutes of the previous meeting be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

The report of the Treasurer was presented.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the invoice from Drain-All be paid in the amount of $5,524.00 for removal of chemicals found in ditch on Lingham Lake Road.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Treasurer proceed with the Tax Sale by Public Tender on the two properties that have been exceeded the one year redemption period as indicated by the Treasurer.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the amount of $308,908.15 as listed on the voucher.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Clerk contact the Ontario Provincial Police to determine whether there is funding available through the ‘proceeds of crime’ fund which may offset the costs of disposal of the chemical waste found on Lingham Lake Road.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council receive the report of the Road Superintendent.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be received as circulated.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the report of the Fire Chief be received.  Carried.
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Mrs. Wilman McCauley attended Council to further pursue the proposal for annexation of her property from the Township of Madoc into the Municipality of Centre Hastings.  She advised that it has been a confusing process and that she has not heard any new information recently.  She reviewed, with members of Council, the history of her request dating from 2003.  Council advised that she could develop her lots without servicing but they would be required to be larger rural lots.  She was advised that discussions had been held with the Municipality of Centre Hastings in the past about the property but the Council of the Township of Madoc had not been satisfied with the compensation that was offered in exchange for annexation of the property.  She indicated she would be attempting to discuss the issue with Matt Macdonald, CAO of Centre Hastings, the next day.

Mr. Eric Sandford attended on behalf of the Eldorado Cemetery Board.  He advised that the Board had acquired an additional acre of property at the rear of the existing cemetery.  He also provided a brief overview of the financial position of the Board and two estimates for the cost of fencing the area.  He asked, on behalf of the Board, for Council to consider funding the fencing required for the cemetery.  Reeve Sager advised that Council will include the proposal in next year’s budget deliberations.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Family Health Team be accepted as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the Madoc District Chamber of Commerce be accepted as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council permit Mr. Wendell White, further to his request, to act in the Township of Madoc to solemnize marriages.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the Building Services Inspection Committee be advised that members require more clarity on the focus and intent of the proposed BISC resolution regarding the control of solar panels and that Council not support the resolution in its current form.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Council of the Township of Madoc advise the Municipality of Centre Hastings that they are in support of the proposed McDonald’s development at the intersection of Highways 62 and 7.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Blackburn – that staff proceed with recommendations from the Health and Safety representative on improvements and training required for access to the roof of the municipal buildings.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the municipal office be closed for the Christmas Holiday Season between 5:00 p.m. on December 22, 2011 and 8:00 a.m. on January 3, 2012.  Carried.

Council further reviewed the proposed zoning by-law amendment for the lands owned by the Madoc District Agricultural Society.  Members agreed to proceed with the proposed changes.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Consent B78/11 be approved providing the standard conditions are met including all taxes having been paid on the properties involved in the transaction.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council move into by-laws.  Carried.

1284-2011 – third reading to amend zoning category of Pt. Lot 3, Conc. 6 (CF to CF-1)
1293-2011 – first reading – updated Development Charges
1294-2011 – 3 readings to authorize marriage solemnization

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Robinson-Sniderhan – that the Township of Madoc renew the firefighting agreement with the Ministry of Natural Resources for a further term of five years.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council move in camera to discuss a personnel issue as authorized in Section 239 of the Municipal Act.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that Council resume.   Carried.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
