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2007 Update

Annual Review

Legislation requires an annual review and update of the municipal ODA Accessibility Plan.  Council is committed to ensuring that the Plan is progressive and removes barriers to disadvantaged persons at the local municipal level.

Progress

In the 2003 Plan, the objectives identified as requiring remediation were accomplished by the municipality for the most part.  These barriers and other minor adjustments as proposed during subsequent updates have been completed.  The new Library in Madoc has an elevator for access.  The ball park canteen has been reconstructed to accommodate virtually everyone.

2007 Update

Staff will be asked to identify any other barriers that may have become evident during the course of the past year (as is the case each year).  A new building  constructed at the Ball park which is configured to be accessible to walkers and wheelchairs.  At this time, our municipal buildings – office, Fire Hall, Roads Department and Recreation Centre are all accessible to the handicapped.   We are also reviewing the location and status of our local Medical Centre which is shared by three other municipalities.  We have recently been given status in a Provincial Family Health Team and, it appears that our existing medical facility has many shortcomings with regard to accessibility.  We are exploring the possibility of constructing a modern facility with an emphasis on accessibility.

The current municipal office is in need of redecorating and re-organizing.  When these changes are made (hopefully during 2007) accessibility, not just for entry but, once inside, will be a focus of our alterations.
