Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

There were no declarations of potential conflict of interest.

Blackburn-Rollins – that the minutes of the Council meetings held in September be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the deposit cheque for the Fox Road bridge construction project be returned to Danford Construction.  Carried.

Members of Council discussed the condition of the gravel roads.  The Road Superintendent has advised that there is not enough crown in the roads.  Councilor Rollins indicated that there was not enough gravel on the roads.  Reeve Sager blamed the wet weather for being unable to keep up to the potholes whereas Councilor Hazlett indicated that other neighbouring municipalities are suffering from the same rough side roads as are we.

Sniderhan-Hazlett – to approve the report of the Road Superintendent as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Hazlett – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rollins-Sniderhan – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Councilor Blackburn advised that he had the opportunity to watch the ACO over an extended period attempt to capture a dog running at large.  He suggested that the number of trips and the associated costs may be something the municipality wishes to discuss or consider limiting.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc waive any requirement for road widening on Consent B55/06.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rollins – that the Township of Madoc donate $100.00 to the Santa Claus parade.  Carried.;

Sniderhan-Rollins – that the correspondence items be received and filed by the Clerk.  Carried.

Rollins-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Centre Hastings Public Library Board be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Reeve Sager brought congratulations to Deputy Reeve Sniderhan from Jim Pine, County of Hastings CAO, for his work on the physician’s recruitment tour.
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Councilor Rollins reported that Quinte Waste Solutions had further discussed the proposal to dispose of septage and, because of the difficulties and restrictions with biosolids; have determined that QWS is not going to pursue septage disposal and that local municipalities will need to find their own options.

Hazlett-Sniderhan – to approve the minutes of the Quinte Waste Solutions meeting.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the amount of $126,352.66 as listed on the Voucher.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Hazlett – that the Clerk contact the municipal solicitor to schedule a time for a developers agreement meeting.  Carried.

Hazlett-Blackburn – go into by-laws.  Carried.

The Clerk reported that, although a number of by-laws were prepared for Council, none were ready to be passed due to various reasons.

Hazlett-Blackburn – that Council resume.  Carried.

Rollins-Hazlett – that the four Livestock Valuer’s reports before Council be approved for payment.  Carried.

Rollins-Sniderhan – that the next meeting for Council be scheduled for October 30 at 12:00 Noon rather than November 6 as previously scheduled.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Hazlett – that Council do now adjourn at 8:20 p.m.  Carried.
