In the absence of Reeve Sager, Deputy Reeve Sniderhan chaired the meeting.

The meeting was called to order at 12:02 p.m. by the Chair.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the September meetings of Council be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

There were no disclosures of pecuniary interest.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc hold back payment of the remaining Peck’s Bridge invoices to Greer Galloway until the firm provides information satisfactory to Council the additional costs invoiced over and above the upset limit provided and the required certification of the safety and design specifications of the bridge.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the accounts of the municipality be paid with the exception of the Greer Galloway accounts outstanding re:  Peck’s Bridge.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended Council to report that the Cooper Road rehabilitation has been completed.  He advised the southern portion of Jarvis Road would be paved later this month.

Blackburn-Rowe  - that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

The Treasurer attended Council to advise that Mr. B. Ramsay has refused to pay the costs invoiced to him as a result of his cattle running-at-large and requiring the Poundkeeper to act on behalf of the municipality.  Since Mr. Ramsay does not own property in the Township, the costs can not be added to his tax account.

Rowe-Robinson – that the Township Treasurer add the outstanding poundkeeper costs to the tax account of the property from which the livestock strayed.  Carried.
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Mr. Victor Guilherme attended Council to seek support for his application to establish a LCBO Agency store at the Eldorado Emporium and Gas Bar.  He advised Council that it would assist in drawing other potential customers and provide an added service for the local community.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council provide a letter os support for the Eldorado Emporium and Gas Bar in their efforts to establish and LCBO Agency store at their place of business.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Madoc Public Library September meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the minutes of the September meeting of the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board be approved as presented.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that Council approve the Quinte Waste Solutions meeting minutes as presented from September, 2008.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the local Chamber of Commerce be received as provided.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the Clerk respond to Mr. Hadley on behalf of Council regarding the issues raised in his letter.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk write Ms. Bishop to respond to her concerns.  Carried.

Robinson-Rowe – that the Township of Madoc continue with the municipal website in its current form and take over the costs previously absorbed by Community Futures Development Corporation.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council defer a decision on Consent applications B98/08 and B99/08 until members are afforded an opportunity to further investigate the applications.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson  - that Consent application B87/08 be approved.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the three Livestock Valuer’s reports presented be approved for payment.  Carried.

Doug Socha, Emergency Services Coordinator of the County of Hastings was on hand to make a short presentation and congratulate Council on behalf of the Heart and Stroke Foundation for obtaining a defibrillator for the Recreation Centre.   Carried.

Staff reported to Council regarding the current impasse in obtaining a new agreement with the current Chief Building Official.

Blackburn-Rowe – that staff review and investigate options for Chief Building Official services for the Township of Madoc in order to prepare for the next fiscal year.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.
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By-law 1224-2008 was given two readings to rezone Pt. Lot 9, Con. 9 from Rural to Rural Residential

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council resume.  Carried.

Council discussed a number of other issues briefly.

Blackburn-Rowe – that Council adjourn.  Carried.
