The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
There was no disclosure of pecuniary interest.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council adopt the minutes of the September meeting as presented.  Carried.

The Treasurer’s report and comments were reviewed by Council.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the Treasurer be approved and the accounts of the Township be paid as per the voucher in the amount of $99,823.40.  Carried.

Discussion resulting from the report of the Treasurer on the need for renovation of current office space to accommodate staff was discussed.

Robinson-Rowe – that Councillor Blackburn assist staff in reviewing and proposing office renovations.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that Council defer a decision on the Library levy until after the Library Board meets with the Municipality of Centre Hastings Council in November.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Wood attended to advise Council that the winter sand has been delivered.  He suggested that he would like to stockpile 200 tonnes of 3” minus in the yard for use in early Spring. He advised that the ditching on Wellington St. and Robinson Road had been completed but that the shoulder erosion issue on Wellington was still not resolved.  

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Road Superintendent proceed with a stockpile of about 200 tonnes of 3” minus in the yard and that he be permitted 3 additional days of ‘lieu’ time for vacation purposes.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as presented.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council approve the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer as submitted.  Carried.
