Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:37 p.m.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the minutes of the August meeting of Council be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Further to the minutes of the previous meeting, the Clerk advised Councillor Robinson that he would require more technical information on the device that the municipality is considering attaching to the neighbouring tower to measure wind.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended to update Council on his progress.  He advised that the Hastings Heritage Trail would be a suitable detour for the period required to replace Peck’s Bridge but, that permission must be obtained and some brushing and grading would be required.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the Road Superintendent be adopted as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Rowe – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be adopted as circulated.  Carried.

Mr. Frank Pinder of Greer Galloway attended to update Council on the progress on the design of Peck’s Bridge.  He advised that the core samples had been done and the design was well undr way.  He advised that a letter if forthcoming that will set out the costs and schedules of the project.  Council advised that they are anxious to proceed with the replacement.

Sniderhan-Blackburn that Council advise the Board of the Eldorado Cemetery that Township Council will contribute up to a maximum of $2,000.00 toward their expansion project and the rezoning fee will be waived by the municipality.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the minutes of the Bi-Council meeting of July 17 be adopted as corrected.  Carried.

Council reviewed a number of proposals submitted by Align Trucking and Align Construction and Development.

Rowe-Sniderhan – that Council invite Mr. Wayne O’Brien to their next meeting to provide further information on the proposals submitted by his firm.  Carried.
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Blackburn-Robinson – that the Township of Madoc Council support the resolution of Marmora and Lake to urge the Province of Ontario to reform the property tax system to eliminate volatility and create a more stable and fair system.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Council of the Township of Madoc officially declare the week of September 17 as Legion Week.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Mrs. Patricia Robinson be appointed to the Centre Hastings Medical Centre Board on behalf of the Township of Madoc.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that the reports of the committees be received and filed as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as listed in the total amount of $311,843.95.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Robinson – that Council go into by-laws.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that Council resume.  Carried.
