Deputy Reeve Sniderhan assumed the Chair in the absence of Reeve Sager (recovering from surgery).  He called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the minutes of the meetings of August be approved as circulated.  Carried.

There was no declaration of potential conflict of interest.

The report of the Treasurer was reviewed by members along with the voucher in the total amount of $333,024.40.

Rowe-Robinson – that the voucher of the municipality be approved as presented for payment.  Carried.

Road Superintendent Larry Wood attended to review his activities and advise Council on the status of other projects.  The gravel stockpiling has been completed.  Sand stacker is anticipated later this week.  He was advised of a drainage issue on Dingman Street.  He advised that the water runs down Mackenzie Street and follows the natural watercourse between two homes on the west side of the street.  The Road Superintendent suggested he would like to place a short catch basin in this area to attempt to alleviate the runoff issue.  The Road Superintendent advised that the tree causing the damage to Mr. Stafford’s fence on Mackenzie Street was on the property of the owner.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Clerk write Mr. Len Stafford to advise that the municipality will not be providing him any compensation for fence damage since the tree that caused the damage was located on private property.  Carried.

Robinson-Blackburn – that the report of the Road Superintendent be accepted.  Carried.

Blackburn-Rowe – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Rowe-Robinson – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as presented.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the report of the By-law Enforcement Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Council members discussed the shortfall of the Library budget as per the Centre Hastings contribution and the resulting effect of Madoc Township paying more than the prescribed share.  Council did not resolve the issue.

Rowe-Robinson – that the minutes of the Library Board meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.

Members discussed the high costs involved in operation of the arena.  They discussed a hydro bill in excess of $6454.00 for the May- July period and were advised that the invoices had been unpaid from earlier because the mail had not been picked up.  They further discussed the cost of a plaque to recognize RinC funding contributions.  The plaque cost in excess of $1400.00.  They reviewed briefly 34 recommendations that had been made as a result of a survey of users of the facility.  Councillor Blackburn indicated that a new ‘chiller’ would be required at the end of this year with an approximate cost of $60,000.00.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the minutes of the Madoc and District Recreation Centre Board be accepted as presented.  Carried.

Members discussed the inclusion of two new members of the public on the Landfill Site Committee.  It was questioned on why the Committee would have a resident of Tweed participate on the Committee.

Blackburn-Robinson – that the Chamber of Commerce minutes be received as circulated.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that, upon review of the updated site plan for IKO Industries, Council has no objection to IKO stockpiling material on their lands to the south and west of the existing quarry providing they maintain compliance with all provincial regulations.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council recognize World Hospice Day October 8, 2011.  Carried.

A request was received from Patricia Blakely to operate the annual craft show at the municipal hall in November.  Since the proceeds are to be used to assist local charities she had requested a reduce rate for the facility.  
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Robinson-Blackburn – that the operators of the proposed Craft Show provide their charity registration number to the municipality and be granted use of the hall for $35.00 per day for the craft show.  Carried.

Rowe-Blackburn – that the reports submitted by the Livestock Valuer for the month be approved for payment.  Carried.

Blackburn-Robinson – that Council move into by-laws.  Carried.

1290-2011 – 3 readings and passed to appoint a Fire Chief
