Council met for the Special meeting further to the information provided during the Development Meeting of the same date

Council members discussed with the other attendees (developers) that it was imperative that a Developer’s Agreement be executed between the municipality and the developers prior to construction commencing.

Director of Planning for the County of Hastings was on hand and arranged for a copy of a draft developer’s agreement to be made available.  Each member of Council and the partners in the development proposal at Highway 7/62 were given a copy of the draft document.  It was suggested that they could use the document as a guideline and submit their own version to the municipality for approval.

After some brief further discussion, all but members of Council took their leave of the meeting.

Members of Council discuss that it was a requirement for the Ministry of Transportation that the municipality name the proposed road in the Agreement with the Ministry before they would execute the Agreement.  Members discussed a number of alternatives and the pros and cons thereto.

Sniderhan-Hazlett – that the proposed service road in Pt. Lot 3, Concession 5 connecting Highway 7 and Highway 62 be named ‘Bonjour Boulevard’.  Carried.

Council then discussed the fact that Mr. Charles Richmond has submitted his resignation and that he would no longer be in the employ of the municipality beyond the end of the week.  This leaves the Roads Department without their main grader operator.  Council members questioned whether it was necessary to replace Mr. Richmond right away.  The Clerk indicated that the Road Superintendent was the Department Head and may have an opinion.  

The Road Superintendent was brought to the meeting to discuss his staffing requirements in light of the loss of Mr. Richmond.    It was finally resolved that the Roads Department would require a grader operator.

Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the municipality advertise for an experienced grader operator and including that a D/Z license would be preferred and experience in snowplowing and loader operations would be an asset.  Carried.
