The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by the Reeve.





There were no declarations of potential conflict of interest.





Blackburn-Hazlett - that the minutes of the July meeting of Council be adopted as circulated.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn - that the report of the Road Superintendent be approved as circulated.





Two quotations were received for supply and delivery of winter sand.





Drain Bros.                        - $9.45/tonne


Danford Construction Ltd. - $6.20/tonne for the initial fill - a winter refill charge willbe charged at a rate of $1.00 per tonne.





Sniderhan-Hazlett - that the quotation from Danford Construction be accepted for supply and delivery of winter sand.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Sniderhan - that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Mr. Harry Grills attended Council to discuss the condition of Diprose Road.  He provided Council members with a history of his visits to Council and his efforts to have his road upgraded.  Mr. Grills indicated that since 1998 he has neighbours on down the road on the unmaintained road.  He asked that Mr. Weese attend Council with him to attempt to obtain more road maintenance but he did not wish to attend because he has built a house, well and septic in on the unmaintained road without any permits or “911” numbers.  He compared the number of times other roads have been maintained or reconstructed.  He suggested that he has been very patient for 20 years and that he has been discriminated against.  There is a small hunt camp constructed near Mr. Grills and another larger hunt camp on down the road.  It is one kilometre from Hass Road to Mr. Grills house.
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The house down the road has increased  traffic on the road significantly.  Mr. Grills indicated that the Road Superintendent, Mr. Tom Bruce has been of little assistance and discriminated against him.  He asked that Council’s response be made to him in writing.





Mr. Dan Weese attended Council on behalf of his father.  They bought their property in 1996 and in 1997 they constructed a hunting camp.  He indicated the road into Mr. Grills’ house is ‘perfect’.  All they want is access on the road.  They feel that the property is a recreational property and they do not live in there.  They stay in there for a time during periods of the year but it is not a residence.  Mr. Weese asked whether there was anything further required of him.





Council advised him in the negative and advised that they would send him a copy of the response to Mr. Grills.





Council discussed the matter amongst the members as to how they may make limited improvements to the Diprose Road especially with the limited funding available to the municipality.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the municipality advise Mr. Grills in writing that the Township will cut the grass on Diprose Road and will review possible upgrades to winter maintenance.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn - that the Council declare Legion Week the week of September 18.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the Township advise Sandra Hannah that they have no objection to her use of the property for the Canadian Sled Dog Association events as set out in her letters.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Rollins  - that the Township of Madoc support the correspondence from the Municipality of Centre Hastings that the County distribute the funding received from the CRF reconciliations back to the local municipalities.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the Township send a letter to Madoc TimBrMart thanking them for their assistance in providing their equipment for offloading of transports and trucks during the recent renovations at the Madoc and District Recreation Centre.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn - that the reports of the Committees be accepted as presented.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Hazlett  - that the repairs to the septic system be undertaken as described by the Clerk to raise the header to remove the bow in the pipe.  Carried.





Rollins-Sniderhan - that the Township have a sediment trap installed on the fuel line to the heating system to increase filter life.  Carried.
