Emergency Response Plan

Part A - Introduction
Emergencies are defined as situations or impending situations caused by forces of nature, accident or an intentional act that constitutes a danger of major proportions to life and property.

Part B - Aim
The aim of this plan is to make provision for the extraordinary arrangements and measures that may have to be taken to protect the health, safety, welfare, environment and economic health of the residents, businesses and visitors of the Township of Madoc.  It enables a controlled, centralized response to an emergency situation.  For more details contact the Community Emergency Management Coordinator.

Part C - Authority
The Emergency Management Act is the legal authority for this Emergency Response Plan in Ontario.  This plan is adopted under the legal authority of By-law 1117-2004 of the Corporation of the Township of Madoc and has been filed with Emergency Management Ontario, Ministry of Public Safety and Security.

The EOC (Emergency Operations Centre) can be activated for any emergency for the purposes of managing the emergency, maintaining services to the community and managing the emergency site.

When an emergency exists but has not yet been declared to exist, community employees may take such action under this emergency response plan as may be required to protect the property, health, safety and welfare of the Township of Madoc.
Part D - Emergency Notification Procedures
Upon receipt of a warning of a real or potential emergency, the responding department will immediately contact the Community Emergency Management Coordinator to request that the notification system be activated.  Should it not be possible to contact the CEMC, the Municipal Tax Collector or the Reeve should be notified

Upon receipt of such notification it shall be the responsibility of each member of the CCG to notify their staff.  The Emergency Contact List is attached as Annex A.
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Requests for Assistance
The County of Hastings Emergency Plan may be implemented by contacting the Chief Administrative Officer, the Warden, the Director of Social Services or the Manager, EMS for the County of Hastings.

Declaration of an Emergency
Must be made by the Head (or acting Head) of Council usually in consultation with the other members of Council and the Community Control Group.  A document is required to be filed in this regard.  Once an Emergency has been officially declared, additional assistance is available from Emergency Management Ontario.

The following must be notified in case of declaring an Emergency or terminating an Emergency.

Part E - Emergency Community Control Group
Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) will be located at 15651 Highway 62 in the Madoc Township Building.  In the event this facility is unavailable, the alternate EOC will be in the Central Hastings O.P.P. detachment just west of the intersection of Highway 7 and Highway 62.

Community Control Group (CCG)

The CCG consists of the following persons:

Reeve (or alternate)


Clerk

Tax Collector



Road Superintendent

Central Hastings OPP Detachment Commander

Fire Chief





Any other persons deemed necessary by the CCG.
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Operating Cycle - Members of the CCG will meet at regular intervals to inform each other of actions taken and problems encountered. The meetings will be brief as possible and frequency established by the CEMC.

Community Control Group Responsibilities

Call out and mobilizing emergency staff and equipment.

Coordinating and directing services and actions to deal with the emergency.

Advising the Head of Council on the status of the emergency and recommended action.

Ensuring an Emergency Site Manager (ESM) is appointed.

Managing the emergency by appropriate means to mitigate the effects on the community.

Authorize expenditures for dealing with the emergency, maintaining a log of the events and participating in a debriefing following the conclusion of the emergency.

Part F - Emergency Response System

Duties of Members of the CCG
Reeve - provide leadership; notify Emergency Management Ontario and other members of Council; actual declaration of the emergency

Clerk - ensure all members of the CCG are notified of the emergency situation, advising the Reeve on administrative matters; other duties as required.

Tax Collector - assist the Clerk; maintain log of actions taken by the CCG; other duties as required.

Roads Superintendent - ensuring roads are open and passable to site of emergency as well as the balance of the municipality; managing staff and hired equipment to maintain transportation routes;  other duties as required

Fire Chief - providing CCG with information and advice on firefighting and rescue matters; supervising Fire Department staff and equipment; calling in additional fire fighting staff or equipment; other duties as required.

OPP Detachment Commander - notifying emergency and community services as necessary; establish communications link between scene of emergency and CCG; establishing and maintaining suitable perimeters around the emergency; other duties as required in consultation with the CCG.

Additional Staff - at the discretion of the CCG, additional staff can be called in to perform whatever duties are required.
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Part G - Emergency Communications
In the event telephone and cellular telephone communications are no longer available, the Fire Department and Roads Department have two-way radios that can be directed to the appropriate locations.  The Ontario Provincial Police also has a state of the art communications system which could be employed.  The local OPP detachment also has a satellite telephone.  If all of the above are unavailable, runners will be used.

Part H - Emergency Information

Information will be provided by the CEMC upon the approval of the CCG or another person designated by the CCG for the purpose of providing public information.  The municipal office will be used as a base from which to provide information.
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
