Council entertained the delegation representing the Women’s Institute facilities who advised that they had consulted with the local Health Unit and, although they expected to have documentation from them for the meeting which would provide them with the ability to operate the Halls.  They presented a proposal to Council and, although it was received positively, Council indicated that they needed to see the response from the Health Unit prior to a final decision and that, as soon as it was available, Council would review and make a decision on the opening of the facilities.  Council was thanked by the delegation who then took leave of the meeting.





Blackburn-Hazlett - that the report of the Chief building Official be approved subject to the amendment of the report indicating “March” be changed to identify the month of “February” as apparently intended.  Carried.





A request from Quinte Conservation for funding for a specific project on the house at O’Hara’s Mill was deferred to budget deliberations.  





Sniderhan-Hazlett - that Madoc Township Council support the resolution of the City of Quinte West to provide full funding to the Quinte Healthcare Corporation from the Ministry of Health.  Carried.





Blackburn-Rollins - that the minutes of the Chamber of Commerce be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Discussion of the Medical Centre and the Centre Hastings Sustainable Communities Association was discussed.  Councillor Rollins questioned the term “unqualified support” in the letter drafted for the Sustainable Communities Association.  He wanted to ensure that this was for the immediate future of the area and not committing the municipality to a large expense of tax dollars for a long-term solution that may or may not be forthcoming.
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Rollins-Sniderhan -  that a letter supporting the Central Hastings Sustainable Communities Association be sent in exploring the potential for a Family Health Team.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn - that the Clerk receive and file the other items of correspondence.  Carried.





Blackburn-Hazlett - that the minutes and Annual Report of the Library be approved as circulated.  Carried.

The preparation of the by-law for load restrictions has been completed and Council discussed with the Road Superintendent the posting of these signs.

Rollins -Hazlett - that Councillor Rollins work with the Clerk in developing a proposal for water and sewer services for the Township of Madoc with the Municipality of Centre Hastings.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Hazlett - that the proposal from IKO Industries regarding road access be reviewed by the municipal solicitor prior to making a determination on the proposal.  Carried.
