Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:30.





Blackburn-Hazlett – that the minutes of the June 2005 meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the report of the Road Superintendent be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Hazlett – that the Road Superintendent solicit quotations for supply and delivery of approximately 3000 tonnes of winter sand for filling of the sand dome and an additional refill of the dome in mid-winter. Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the Chief Building Official be directed by Council to ensure that the Building Code be enforced on a consistent basis as set out in the legislation.


Carried.





Hazlett-Sniderhan – that the surcharges levied to date be maintained.  Carried.





Hazlett-Sniderhan – that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Hazlett – that the Township of Madoc adopt a Code of Conduct for the Chief Building Official as follows:





Code of Conduct for Building Officials for the Township of Madoc.





Preamble:  The Code of Conduct applies to the Chief Building Official and Inspectors appointed under the Building Code Act in the exercise of a power or the performance of a duty under the Building Code Act or the Building Code.  The purpose of this Code is to promote appropriate standards of behaviour and enforcement actions to ensure building officials apply standards of honesty and integrity, and to prevent practices constituting an abuse of power including unethical or illegal practices.





Standards of Conduct:  Building Officials undertake to:
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1.	Always act in the public interest.


2.	Apply all relevant building by-laws, codes and standards appropriately and without favour.


3.	Perform their inspections and plan examination duties impartially and in accordance with the highest professional standards.


4.	At all times abide by the highest moral and ethical standards.  Carried.





Hazlett-Blackburn – that the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Mr. Art West attended Council to ask that Council close that part of the road allowance in front of his property since the O’Hara Road travels through his property.





Blackburn-Hazlett – that the Township of Madoc proceed with the closing of that part of the road allowance between Concessions 4 and 5, Lot 9 and deed it to Mr. West in exchange for a deed to the forced road across Lot 9 (O’Hara’s Road).  Carried.








Mr. Michael Rollins attended the meeting to further explain the situation with respect to 


damage of the trees on his property.  He presented Council with a copy of his letter to clarify the situation.  He took issue with the description in the minutes that the damage was inadvertent.  He advised that he would accept the term ‘irresponsible’ in its place.  He further indicated that he wants the trees replaced but, also advised that, he would, in lieu, accept a payment of $500.00 per tree for each of the 5 trees that were damaged.  Council members discussed the situation further with Mr. Rollins and advised that they would get back to him. Mr. Rollins was given leave of the meeting.





Sniderhan-Blackburn – that the Township of Madoc staff attend Mr. Rollins property to remove the trees that were inadvertently damaged as well as the other trees he wanted removed and that Mr. Rollins be advised of the decision of Council for his response prior to any further action being taken.  Carried.





Mr. Frank Pinder attended to advise Council further as to the information he had reviewed with the proposed Cooper Road project for COMRIF funding.  He indicated that, based on the criteria for the 2nd intake of COMRIF, he felt that it may not be a strong contender for funding based on the work required and the criteria.  He suggested that Council may wish to gather more information on the road and present it in the application.  He suggested further that the Road Superintendent contact him to organize the proposal and work on it.  Council thanked Mr. Pinder for his efforts and he took his leave of the meeting.
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Hazlett-Blackburn  - that the correspondence be received and filed.  Carried.





M. Sniderhan advised that our new Nurse Practitioner, Susan Blakely, will be commencing her duties on the first of August.  





Blackburn-Hazlett -  that the report of the Medical Centre Board be approved as presented.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan – that the accounts of the municipality be paid as per the voucher for July 5, 2005.  Carried.





Council members reviewed the information provided by the Reeve and the Clerk from their meeting with their counterparts from the Municipality of Centre Hastings.  Council determined that this information may be discussed at a later meeting.





Blackburn-Hazlett – that Council go into by-laws.  Carried.

Sniderhan-Hazlett – that the $7000.00 payment to Quinte Conservation for restoration of the homestead on the property be added to the current voucher for payment.  Carried.
