Rollins-Hazlett - that the minutes of the October meeting of Council be approved as circulated. Carried.





Road Superintendent T. Bruce attended to advise Council of his activities for the month of October.  He advised that he had completed the removal of rock on the far end of McCoy Road.  Councillor Rollins stated that he wished to go on record as being upset that he was unaware of a previous council’s arrangement to permit a lot at the end of the road that required additional road work.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the report of the Chief Building Official be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn - that the Animal Control Officer report be filed as circulated.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the correspondence about the OPP business plan be received and filed.  Carried.





Councillor Rollins questioned Reeve Sager about the need for two different committees at the County level dealing with septage.





Hazlett-Rollins - that Council support AMO’s submission re:  Bill 123.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the items of correspondence be received and filed as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the minutes of the library board be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn - that the minutes of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn - that the voucher be approved for the month of October with the exception of the invoices from Ainley Group.  Carried.
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The next item for discussion was a decision on the application for a kennel.  A bound package of information was provided to Council members on behalf of the applicant.  Each member of Council was given an opportunity to speak on the issue.  Some members were opposed to the establishment of a kennel.  Some members appeared to be in favour.


Ms. Young-Roberts and her solicitor, Mr. Terrance Green were allowed to briefly speak to Council on this issue.  There was discussion of the proposed number of dogs and the number of 40 dogs was disputed by several parties.


Reeve Sager called for a vote for the proposed kennel licence based upon the way the application was submitted.  He asked the Clerk to read the number of dogs as indicated on the application.  The Clerk read aloud the information from the application.  The Reeve called for a vote.
