The meeting commenced with a Public Meeting regarding a proposed dog kennel at Part of Lot 25, Concession 5 by Mr. and Mrs. Roberts.  Their application indicated they would like to breed Neopolitan mastiffs - up to 40 at one time on their property.

The public meeting portion was called to order by Reeve Sager who introduced the topic of discussion for the public meeting.





Linda Young-Roberts was the first to speak as the applicant.  She indicated it would be a kennel to house twelve dogs rather than 40 as was indicated in the circulation of the application.  She indicated that the issue of noise will be addressed by keeping the animals inside the climate controlled 66’ X 27’ building.  Has spoken with the Chief Building Official about waste disposal.





Mrs. Copeland spoke about the peace and tranquility of her property that will be disrupted by the barking of dogs.  She was very concerned about the environmental problems that may be encountered.  She indicated that the river is used frequently by her and her children for swimming and other recreational activities.  





Mr. Ivo Valentik addressed the meeting to indicate that he can hear the dogs in his kitchen.  He spoke of his work as a professor of architecture at Algonquin College.  He indicated that the change of use of the property would require a zoning change which, may be disputed by Council.  He indicated that the building was located too close to an Environmental Protection area.  He provided a number of statistics to indicate that they are large dogs and that 40 dogs would produce more manure than the lands could support as an intensive agricultural operation.





Mr. Carlaw questioned that he could hear dogs all the time already from the site before the Kennel licence was issued.  He and his son both indicated strong opposition to the kennel.





Several other comments were elicited from various persons prior to Reeve Sager declaring the meeting closed at 8:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 p.m. by the Reeve.





Rollins-Blackburn - that the minutes of the September meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Mrs. Barry attended Council to enlighten members as to the work of the food bank.  They also provide services for transportation as well as some other social services.  The majority of the users of the food bank are generally those on Ontario Works programs or ODSP.  Her statistics indicate that sixty eight of these families are from the Township of Madoc.  Their funding comes from the United Way and are supported by the sale of Nevada tickets from an agency in Madoc.  She indicated that she has also approached the Municipality of Centre Hastings.





Rollins-Sniderhan - that Council does not contribute taxpayers money to the Food Bank but if they are interested in working with the municipality in raising money for the food bank through such items as Bingos, Council would be happy to work with them.  Carried.





Road Superintendent Tom Bruce attended Council.  He advised that staff has not been supported by the members of Council. He indicated that the working relationship between staff and Council is bad and worse than it needs to be.  He indicated that staff does what is required to get the work done.  Councillor Rollins suggested that employees ensure that they are paid by the municipality for the time they are working to ensure that they and the municipality are covered for any potential liability.  Mr. Rollins wants to see a reporting structure for the municipality.





Blackburn-Sniderhan  - adopt the report of the Chief Building Official for September.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn - the report of the Animal Control Officer be approved as circulated.  Carried.
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Rollins-Sniderhan - that the Council provide the same support from Council as was provided last year to the Santa Claus Parade in Madoc.  Carried.





Hazlett-Blackburn - that the correspondence be received and filed as circulated.  Carried.





Blackburn-Rollins - that the minutes of the September library board meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn - that the minutes of the Madoc & District Recreation Centre Board are approved as presented.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn – that the voucher of the municipality be approved as circulated in the amount of $109,659.91.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the Council of the Township of Madoc approves and accepts responsibility for the construction, operation and ongoing maintenance cost of the project submitted for COMRIF funding on the Cooper Road.  Carried.





Two quotes were received for the sink required by the Health Unit in the kitchen.

Rollins-Hazlett - that the Clerk send a letter to Ainley Group Consultants indicating that the delay in progress at the intersection of Highways 7 and 62 is unacceptable and must be resolved immediately and that Council would have them arrange a meeting with the parties involved to present the information and resolve any outstanding issues.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the Clerk contact the CFDC to reschedule the delivery of the Industry Canada funding for our Community Capacity Project.  Carried.
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Sniderhan-Rollins - that we proceed with demolition of the canteen structure at the Madoc Township ball park.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Hazlett - that Council go into caucus to discuss sensitive personnel issues.  Carried.





Blackburn-Hazlett - that Council resume.  Carried. 





Sniderhan-Hazlett - that the Reeve proceed as instructed in caucus.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Blackburn - that Council do now adjourn.  Carried.
