The Township of Madoc is committed to delivering the services demanded by the citizens of the municipality in the most effective and efficient way possible.





Madoc Township has approximately 420 lane kilometres of municipal roads.  A program to annually upgrade from gravel roads to surface treated or paved roads continues on roads with higher traffic volumes.  The municipality has also a program of equipment replacement which provides new technology and the latest techniques in road construction and maintenance to stretch the taxpayers dollar further.  A new tandem snowplowing truck is being considered for next year’s budget as part of this program.


The Roads Department employees are now equipped with pagers for winter maintenance operations.  This ensures compliance with current roads standards and that when a response is required, staff is available to attend.





The Fire Department has hired a new training officer to assist the Chief in providing the programs and training mandated by the Province.  The Training Officer has allowed a progressive and comprehensive program which eliminates a major area of concern from the duties of the Chief as well as implementing the use of new equipment for the benefit of both the firefighters and the citizens of the Township.  A new fire fighting apparatus (Compressed Air Foam System) has been approved in the new budget which will upgrade our capabilities.  The Fire Chief has also begun a tanker transfer program which, if successfully completed, should assist in reducing local home insurance costs.
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
