Reeve Sager called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the minutes of the regular meeting of August, 2005 be approved as circulated.  Carried.





Blackburn-Hazlett - that the report of the Road Superintendent be approved as presented.  Carried.





Members of Council suggested that the Road Superintendent may wish to look into rental of a unit for grading of the shoulders on our hardtop roads.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that Council approve the report of the Chief Building Official for August as circulated.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that Council approve the report of the Animal Control Officer as presented.  Carried.





The Clerk reported on his findings with respect to the road allowance closing request made by Mr. A. West.  He provided a memo to Council indicating that the location of the road allowance in question would not permit Council to close it since the abutting owner advised that it would restrict his access and the Municipal Act, S. 34 provides that it may not be closed without the agreement of the affected landowners.





Rollins-Sniderhan - that Council receive and file the information from Quinte Conservation.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the correspondence from W. Schiffers be received and filed.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the County Health Unit information on FASD be received and filed.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Hazlett - that the remainder of the correspondence items be filed by the Clerk.  Carried.





Sniderhan-Rollins - that the accounts of the municipality be paid in the amount of $264,649.93.  Carried.
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Rollins-Blackburn - that Resolution 05-146 be rescinded in light of the information gathered with respect to the road allowance and the abutting neighbour’s opposition to the proposal since it would restrict access to his property and the Municipal Act does not permit such road closing in such instances.  Carried.





Rollins-Blackburn - that the Township of Madoc provide a copy of the legislation dealing with fencing of livestock to Mr. John Hubble.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the Clerk proceed with the circulation of the proposed Kennel at Lot 25, Concession 5 as submitted in the application by Mr. And Mrs. Roberts.  Carried.





Rollins-Hazlett - that the Township of Madoc appoint the Cemetery Board of the cemeteries in the Township of Madoc as ex-officio committees of Council to operate and maintain the cemeteries of the municipality in order that the members of such Boards are properly insured for their liability.  Carried.





Blackburn-Hazlett - that the Council of the Township of Madoc support, in principle, the vision of establishing a 64 bed long-term care facility in Madoc and that the survey attached be made available at the municipal office for persons to fill in for support.  Carried.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the invoice from Quinte Conservation in the amount of $2166.00 for repair to the Lingham Lake dam be paid.  Carried.





Blackburn-Rollins - that quotes be obtained for the installation of a hand-washing sink in the kitchen as required by the current health regulations.  Carried.





Councillor Hazlett presented to members of Council a package of benefit proposals for retiring employees for Council’s review.





Blackburn-Sniderhan - that the By-law Enforcement Officer be advised to investigate the possibility of an illegal structure or structures along Bannockburn Road.  Carried. 
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Sniderhan-Hazlett - that the November regular Council meeting be changed to Tuesday, November 1st at 12:00 Noon from its regularly scheduled November 7 meeting to accommodate previous commitments of several Council members.  Carried.
